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This presentation uses archival and ethnographic data to examine two narratives about the gendered 
Shinto priesthood in postwar Japan—one produced by the umbrella organization Jinja Honcho (the 
Association of Shinto Shrines) and one produced by female priests themselves.  Jinja Honcho justifies 
female priests’ existence within the framework of (male) labor scarcity, wherein women are subpar 
substitutes who bridge a gap in a patrilineal shrine family.  They emphasize women’s inherent difference 
from men, which disqualifies them from serving male roles without modification.  Female priests, on the 
other hand, agree that men and women are inherently different, but argue that gender complementarity 
allows them to perform roles men cannot.  They adapt, reinterpret, or ignore Jinja Honcho’s directives in 
order to carve out space for themselves, but often do so by reinscribing the logic of their marginalization.
