manifold wisdom of God might be made known by the ekklesia [the ‘one new man’ of Ephesians 2] to the 
principalities and powers in the heavenly places, according to the eternal purpose which He [the Father] 
accomplished in Jesus [the Messiah] our Lord” (NKJV, emphasis and notes added). Jesus is the “Lamb slain from 
before the foundation of the earth” (Revelation 13:8) and “shed the blood of the everlasting covenant” 
(Hebrews 13:20). This is not ‘Plan B.’ This is the fore-ordained PLAN A put into play before He ever uttered “Let 
there be light” in Genesis 1:1.
