LEASE EFFECTIVE DATES:  This contract shall begin on Date and shall continue until Date unless the terms of this agreement has been violated.  If the terms of this contract have been violated then this contract is no longer valid. By date, all keys must be returned, the property must be restored to the same condition as the beginning of the agreement, all belongings must be removed and the property must be completely vacant. LEASE RENEWAL: For the lease to be renewed, tenant(s) must commit in writing by the following date: October 1, 2019.

SECURITY DEPOSIT: Security Deposit represents security for the faithful performance of this agreement. Any breach of the agreement will result in forfeiture of the deposit and eviction from the premises by a three-day notice, with collection of all rent due under the terms of the agreement.  You agree to rent the premises for the lease dates, to pay full rent to the date the keys are returned, and to leave the premises in a clean and rentable condition.  If the premises are vacated without returning everything to its original condition, you will be charged the actual cost of clean up and repair, which may be deducted from the security deposit.  Security deposit may not be used for any portion of the last month's rent.  The Security Deposit for this dwelling shall be $Amount.
DISCOUNT PAYMENT PLAN:  The full amount of the discounted rent of $Amount must be received at the Lessor’s office by the 28th of the month (or postmarked by the 28th if mailed) as payment for the following month.  Payment must be either one check, or money order, or all checks and/or money orders must be in one envelope.  The Lessor agrees to not deposit the check until the first bank business weekday of the new month.  If these conditions are not met by the Lessee(s), then the regular rate $Amount will be the amount due for that month, in addition to any late charges and/or bank fees.  In any case, the Lessee(s) will assessed a $35.00 charge by the Lessor for each returned check.  If more than two checks are returned to the Lessor by the bank, the Lessor then has the option of requiring all future payments from that Lessee to be in the form of a cashier’s check or money order.

RENT INSTALLMENTS ARE DUE AND PAYABLE ON THE FIRST DAY OF EACH MONTH IN ADVANCE:  Payment is to be made by check or money order.  All checks are to be made out to the owner and delivered or mailed to the address shown above.  No cash will be accepted.

DELIQUENT RENT PAYMENT:  If the Lessor fails to receive the Lessee(s) full monthly rent installment on or before the fifth day of the month in which it is due, a late charge of forty dollars ($40) will be added to the regular amount due and the Lessor has the right to initiate the eviction process.  THIS IS IN ADDITION TO THE FULL MONTHLY RENT.  If the charge is not tendered with the monthly rent, we shall not be obligated to accept the rental payment.  Payment will be considered late if the bank fails to honor your check.  

PETS: Pets are not permitted unless the Lessee(s) obtain the Lessor’s prior written consent and pay an increased deposit and rental.  (Pets often ruin floors costing hundred of dollars to repair or replace.)

**= Lessee(s) are advised to contact Cinergy, 513-421-9500, and Cincinnati Water Works, 513-352-4900, at least one week prior to taking occupancy to have the utilities placed in their name.

***= Lessee(s) must maintain a minimum temperature of fifty-five degrees at all times.

****= Cold water usage includes sewage / storm water.

Be sure to have all accounts placed into your names.  

USAGE & OCCUPANCY:  The Lessee(s) shall personally use the premises solely as a private dwelling for the people named herein.  Additional occupants require written consent of the owner.  There will be an additional minimum charge of Three Hundred dollars per month per person for anyone residing on the premises without the permission of the owner.  The Lessee(s) shall use the premises in such a manner as to comply with all local and state laws and shall not use the premises or permit it to be used for any disorderly or unlawful purpose or in any manner offensive to any other occupant of the building.  This dwelling shall contain no more than six occupants.

ALTERATIONS:  You shall not remodel or make any structural changes to the rental unit, nor shall you attach or remove any fixtures, locks, wires, cables, or TV antenna without the owner's prior written permission.

LESSOR ACCESS:  The Lessee(s) agree to permit the Lessor access to the rental unit for repairs, routine maintenance, inspections, prospective tenants etc.  The Lessor agrees to notify Lessee(s) at least 24 hours prior unless the repairs are considered an emergency.

DAMAGES TO PREMISES:  The Lessor agrees to repair the premises with reasonable promptness when caused by forces beyond your control.  The Lessee(s) will not receive a rent reduction for the month said damages are reported.  The Lessee(s) agree to pay for repair of the premises and plumbing stoppages when caused by your misuse or that of your guests.  This includes damage caused by your failure to report a problem. Typical damages for which Lessee(s) would be responsible are damages caused by rain through open windows, overflow of water, and breakage of glass. If you believe repair is required by the Lessor please give us a written notice.  Lessor agrees to normally start the repair within seven days.  LESSOR SHALL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DAMAGE OR LOSS OF YOUR PERSONAL PROPERTY STORED ON THE PREMISES.  FOR THIS REASON, WE ENCOURAGE YOU TO PROTECT YOUR PERSONAL PROPERTY WITH YOUR OWN RENTER'S INSURANCE.  Repairs made by you without our written permission shall be at your expense.  

WATERBEDS:  Waterbeds are not permitted on any floor other than basement concrete slab.

BED BUGS:  Bedbug infestation are the sole responsibility of Lessee.  Bedbugs will be removed at the expense of Lessees.

SMOKE DETECTORS:  The Lessee(s) warrant they will notify the Lessor if there are non functioning smoke alarms in their dwelling.  The Lessor is responsible for the initial installation of the smoke detector, and the Lessee(s) are responsible for replacing the batteries and notifying the landlord if a smoke detector is not operating properly. 

DISTURBING NOISES:  The Lessee(s) agree that they shall not commit or permit any act which will unreasonably interfere with the rights, comforts, or convenience of your neighbors.

REMOVAL OF PERSONAL PROPERTY:  If after the violation of any provision of this agreement, the Lessee(s) move out and fail to remove any of your personal property, then the personal property shall be deemed abandoned.  

EARLY LEASE TERMINATION:  There is no provision in this agreement for rental periods of less than the specified time period.  Should an emergency arise requiring the Lessee(s) to relinquish the premises during the rental period, notify us in writing and obtain a written release from this agreement. In this event, the Lessee(s) will be charged only the cost of restoring the premises to rental condition, plus advertising and rent loss incurred until the new resident moves in.  The Lessee(s) liability for rent loss is limited to sixty days after restoration is complete.  This privilege of cancellation does not apply unless rent is paid in full and all other provisions of this agreement have been honored.  

DWELLING APPEARANCE: It is the Lessee(s) responsibility to keep the area around the dwelling reasonable clear of litter.  While it is understood that all debris around the area cannot be contributed to you or your guests, items such as drinking containers on the front porch and cigarette butts around the front entrance should be picked up.  The Lessor will maintain the yard.

LEAD BASED PAINT:  Federal Law requires Lessor to inform tenants that housing built before 1978 may contain lead-based paint.  However, over the years, the Lessor has used only lead-free paint which, he believes, has encapsulated any original lead-based paint.  Nevertheless, tenants should be aware of the following as stated in the government pamphlet entitled: Lead Warning Statement: This Building Was Built Before The Year 1978”.  Housing built before 1978 may contain lead-based paint.  Lead from paint, paint chips and dust can pose health hazards if not managed properly.  Lead exposure is especially harmful to young children and pregnant women.  Before renting pre-1978 built housing, Lessors must discuss the presence of lead-based paint and/or lead-based paint hazards in the dwelling.
