EQUIPMENT ISSUES
Students are required to bring the following items when reporting to training:
1. An agency approved weapon.
2. Agency approved leather or web gear:  belt, holster, magazine/speed-loader pouches and hand-cuffs with a cuff case.
3. An approved holster must have at least one retention device to secure the weapon in place.

4. Three magazines for semi-auto weapons and two speed-loaders for revolvers.

5. Note that a 5 shot revolver will prove very difficult to pass qualification.
6. Magazine/speed-loader pouches that will hold at least two magazines/speed-loaders.

7. If the semi-auto weapon has an exposed hammer, it must have a de-cock mechanism.

8. Note that all equipment must be in good working order.

9. All students are required to have a ballistic vest.

10. Belt keeps are recommended.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION
In order to successfully complete firearms training, students must be able to perform the following tasks:
1. Holster and draw the weapon without assistance, in a safe manner.

2. Lock the slide to the rear (semi-auto weapon) without assistance, in a safe manner.

3. Must be able to kneel to the ground into a firing position and stand without assistance, while controlling the weapon in a safe manner.
