About the new (familiar) Sunday Services : Beginning Sept.19

8:00 AM Holy Eucharist

The 8:00 AM Worship Service will be a traditional Rite Il Episcopal liturgy
with prayers, scripture readings, several music pieces, a sermon, and the
Holy Eucharist. The service will be livestreamed on St. Michael’s social
media accounts (YouTube, Facebook, and Vimeo) for you to watch live or
later in the day or week. The 8:00 AM Service will last approximately an
hour. Face masks are required when worshiping indoors except when
receiving Communion. Coffee hour will follow the 8:00 AM service.
