Up to two courses can be
considered, and each must be accompanied by a letter/note of approval by your study abroad or
academic advisor. An official HISA transcript can be issued for each course, and you should
determine if your school will accept the HISA transcript directly.

Present, Art History, Language and ldentity, Introduction to Shakespeare, Business Across
Cultures: Focus on Europe and US Relations.
