Créé en mars 2011 a l'initiative de la Galerie Zircher, Paris-New-York, le Salon Zircher est un
concept de mini-foire alternative, intime et sélective, positionné en OFF des grandes foires de New
York ('Armory Show début mars et Frieze a la mi-mai) et de Paris (la FIAC mi-octobre).

Tandis que la premiére édition a New York en mars 2011 pendant 'Armory Show était qualifiée par
le New York Times de « spirited selection », la seconde édition a Paris en octobre 2011 pendant la
FIAC était désignée comme un « mini art salon » par le Financial Times. Ce modéle de “salon d’art”
s’est imposé pour les éditions suivantes.

La Galerie Zurcher, Paris-New-York, commissaire et organisateur du Salon, invite des galeries nord-
américaines connues pour étre investies sur une programmation d’artistes émergents.

Pour sa onziéme édition, le Salon Zircher s’étend rue Chapon gréace a la collaboration de 3 gale-
ries partenaires. Cette extension a pour but de créer des synergies entre les galeries francaises et
américaines.

GALLERY STATEMENT

Lesley Heller Workspace opened on the Lower East Side in 2010 with a unique program of concurrent solo and
guest curated exhibitions in two separate spaces within the gallery. The gallery primarily highlights the work of
emerging and mid career artists.

The gallery acts as a forum for exploring fundamental ideas, issues and concerns in contemporary art, and as a
launching point for a range of artists. The flexibility of the guest-curated program facilitates a vibrant cross-genera-
tional dialogue among collectors, curators, artists and critics.

Deborah BROWN

Like many artists, Deborah Brown is a student of art history and literature. Her work references Classical and Ba-
rogque sculpture, 18th century paintings and 19th century novels. Her new paintings, the «Tetes,» are inspired by
the tradition of formal portraiture and history paintings and appropriate the costumes, coiffures and conventions
of self-presentation inherent in the genres. The paintings also reflect the influence of Cubism, the court portraits
of Velazquez, Goya, and David; the work of Picasso from the 30s and 40s; the paintings of George Condo; and
fetish and tribal objects from Africa and Oceania.

The work is characterized by a tangle of brushwork verging on abstraction. The artist developed this vocabu-

lary through a study of the industrial landscape of Bushwick, the location of her studio, where car salvage lots,
cement factories and scrap metal yards are common sights. For several years Brown depicted this subject matter
though a sci-fi lens that magnified the strangeness of a world where crushed cars are stacked like ziggurats in a
mishmash of semi-recognizable debris.

| see my paintings as analogies for emotional and spiritual experience. | am thinking about liminal space and trans-
formation. | draw upon a set of simple images/structures that lend themselves to multiple interpretations but which
have the capacity to imply mystical experience; ladders, building facades, solitary figures, and arcs. In many of the
paintings there is a sense that one is looking at a thing but it is not entirely certain what that thing is. The devices
of representation are employed, but ambiguously, thus the viewer is invited to create their own narrative from what
they see.

Max WYSE

Le travail de Max Wyse se caractérise par une technique et une iconographie particuliéres. En effet, il s’inspire
d’'une technique ancestrale de peinture sur verre pour réaliser ses ceuvres. L’artiste peint directement au dos
d’une feuille d’acrylique (plexiglas) sur laquelle il travaille successivement chacun des registres, en commengant
par le dessin du premier plan. Il est donc forcé de travailler ses ceuvres a rebours, contrairement a de la peinture
sur toile. D’abord utilisé comme canevas, le plexiglas devient le scellant de I'ceuvre, car c’est la version inversée
de ce qui est peint qui est exposée aux regards.

GALLERY STATEMENT

Zurcher Gallery opened its doors in New York in March 2009. They focus on emerging American, European
and Asian artists with the exception of Regina Bogat (Born 1928, NY), whom they just re-discovered. They also
represent Wang Keping (Born 1949, Beijing) and Huang Rui (Born 1952, Beijing) both founders of the stars
movement (Xing- Xing 1978-1979).

Matt BOLLINGER

Matt Bollinger uses narrative structures to create composites of personal experience, first- and second-hand
research, and fictional situations.

Bollinger is interested in books as a gateway to a parallel world that generates associations, invites him to iden-
tify with characters and triggers memories of events in his own life. This composite experience creates a mental
world where these fictional characters—»Nancy,» «Blake,» and «Mike,» all members of the same community—
help him to conceptualize narratives based on personality and relationships rather than a sequence of events.

Established in June 2006. Sensei is located on the border of NYC’s Lower East Side and Chinatown.
The direction is collaborative featuring an eclectic roster of international artists who are either developing,
emerging and/or mid-career.

Hector LEONARDI

Hector Leonardi has been communicating the joy of painting through his art for over forty years. He received a
BFA in Painting from the Rhode Island School of Design in the early fifties and an MFA at Yale University where
he studied with and was mentored by Josef Albers. His first job was as an assistant to industrial designer, Russel
Wright, and later, he taught basic design, color theory, and drawing at The Parsons School of Design for twenty
years.For the last ten years, Leonardi has been in a period of sustained creativity and experimentation that has
precipitated a series of dramatic breakthroughs. The resulting paintings reflect the synthesis of such diverse
influences as Josef Albers, Gustav Klimt, Paul Signac and Jackson Pollock. Their energy, orchestrated color,
complexity, and optical dazzle belie a powerful undertone of darkness, violence and mystery. It is this power that
prompted critic John Yau to write of Leonardi’s recent work: “In making art that looks back at us without blinking,
Leonardi is a master.”

GALLERY STATEMENT

Etre galeriste est une affaire de passion. C’est cette passion qui a poussé Fatiha Selam, forte de plus de dix
ans d’expérience aux Etats-Unis et a Saint-Germain-des-Prés en tant que responsable de galerie, a ouvrir son
propre espace en septembre 2012.

Dans le cadre de la 11e édition du Salon Zircher, la galerie Fatiha Selam organise une exposition de groupe
présentant les ceuvres de Pierre Galopin, Stephen Schultz et J6rg Gessner. Dans le méme temps, elle accueille
la galerie new-yorkaise Sensei qui présente les travaux du peintre Hector Leonardi. Ainsi se crée un dialogue
formé de contrastes, entre figuration et abstraction, entre explosions de couleur et sobriété lumineuse du blanc
et du dessin a peine esquissé.

Stephen SCHULTZ

Né en 1946 a Chicago, Stephen Schultz est d’abord peintre. Sa pratique a évolué vers une économie de
moyens passant par une retenue progressive de la couleur jusqu’au noir et blanc pour pratiquer aujourd’hui le
dessin sur toile : le travail préparatoire de ses ceuvres peintes est devenu I'ceuvre en soi. Il en savoure la liberté
de réalisation qui lui permet de retranscrire une légéreté vivante dans I'ceuvre finale. Il réalise ses ceuvres sans
repentir : elles restent marquées par les gestes de réalisation, preuve graphique du mouvement qui leur a don-
né naissance. Force, expressivité, lyrisme et poésie sont des valeurs constantes et essentielles de son oeuvre.

Pierre GALOPIN

Peintre francais né en 1984, Pierre Galopin travaille avec différents vernis a I'eau et a I'huile dont I'action sur la
peinture crée des ceuvres dont le résultat final ne peut pas étre anticipé. Les jeux de matiére, de textures et de
reflet crée une oeuvre poétique et dynamique, qui évolue avec le déplacement et la perception du spectateur.

Jorg GESSNER

Né en Allemagne en 1967, Jorg Gessner crée des ceuvres composeées de dizaines de superpositions de papier
washi et donc le matériau central est la lumiére. Elles témoignent d’'une sensibilité aigué pour la lumiére, d'un le
travail sur sa nature ondoyante et d’'un jeu sur I'absorption et la réflexion des rayons selon la nature du papier
et ses nuances de couleurs. Cette approche toute en nuance ne se révele qu’au spectateur attentionné dans sa
contemplation. Les ceuvres de washi de Jorg Gessner rendent les notions de matiére, de cadrage et de lumino-
sité exceptionnelles.
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
