“Wolf Things” is the story of two best friends in Los Angeles, Ray Larosa and Evan Lane, 
whose friendship is put to the test after Evan is bitten by a wolf on a Mammoth Moun-
tain ski weekend and becomes a werewolf. This unexpected turn of events unearths 
Evan’s long-suppressed alpha male, turning their lives upside down, and unleashing 
Evan’s wild side. Before the attack, living alone, working at a pet store, and generally 

being overlooked was Evan’s safe space. 

After his transformation, there are no safe spaces. Unlike Evan, Ray has
everything going for him. A successful defense attorney with a private prac-
tice, he’s a full-on alpha male who thoroughly enjoys the fruits of his labor, both
financially and with the ladies. Since their first grade class in Queens, Ray has 
tried to get Evan out of his self-imposed shell, with little to no success. While 
the wolf in Evan succeeds in breaking him out of the shell Ray never could, with
this transformation comes a horrific new reality. Every full moon, Evan turns into a 

werewolf and murders multiple people across L.A.



With each passing full moon, Evan grows stronger, 
bolder, and for the first time in his life, truly feels 
empowered and alive. He’s advancing in both his work 
and personal lives and his werewolf pheromones 
are making him irresistible to everyone he meets. 
Identifying now as a wolf, Evan’s finally living the life 
he always dreamed about.

Unfortunately, this dream life of Evan’s is nothing 
short of a nightmare for Ray. Bodies are piling up all 
over the city and LAPD Detectives are on the hunt for 
an unidentified serial killer, one Ray knows he can’t 
successfully defend in court. With each passing full 
moon, these life-long best friends are being pushed 
further apart. The more Ray tries to hold onto Evan, 
the more the wolf tries to break free.



While Evan’s life has never been more perfect, Ray’s has never been 
worse. Consumed with saving his best friend, Ray’s practice is falling 
apart, turning his usually carefree, upbeat, and easygoing nature into 
an uptight, stressed out, insecure, ball of nerves. After witnessing 
Evan nearly kill a car thief with his bare hands, the first time he’s ever 
witnessed violence from his best friend, Ray is forced to knock Evan out 
cold with a golf club in order to save the thief’s life. When Evan wakes 

up, he and Ray get into a huge argument and go their separate ways.



Evan’s transition to alpha man-beast only flourishes further without 
Ray, who enjoys seeing his friend happy but can’t ignore the increasing 
number of bodies piling up around the city. In a last ditch effort to save 
their friendship, Ray tricks Evan into participating in couples’ therapy. The 
Therapist, assuming they’re a real couple, instructs each of them to make 
a single request of the other. Evan and Ray arrive back at Evan’s apartment 
and make their requests. Ray asks Evan to 
prove he can control his inner wolf 
and stay inside that night during the 
full moon while Evan requests for 
Ray to get the hell out of his life. 

Ray accepts Evan’s wishes and 
leaves while Evan also accepts 
Ray’s request, staying inside 
during the full moon and not 
venturing out. The only problem 
with this decision is that he ends
up murdering everyone in his
building.



The next morning, Ray arrives at his office and learns of the massacre that took place 
at Evan’s building the night before. Wanting to protect his friend and also feeling as 
though blood is on his hands, Ray races to Evan’s building. He arrives just in time to 
prevent a pair of LAPD detectives from questioning Evan as a suspect, who instruct him 
not to leave town. Ray senses the boys in blue are closing in on his friend and decides 

that desperate times call for desperate measures.



After the cops leave, Ray takes Evan to see “Omen The All Knowing Gypsy” to inquire about reversing 
the wolf curse. When they sit down with Omen, he puts Evan to sleep by hypnosis then hands Ray a 
revolver loaded with silver bullets, explaining that the only ways to end the curse are to kill Evan 
or find the wolf that bit him and kill it instead. Evan can no longer be trusted and there’s no time 
to waste. The time to take action is now. Omen then wakes up Evan, who has no clue what Ray is now 
planning, and they leave. Ray convinces Evan they must go into hiding until Ray can figure out a way 

to get him cleared as a suspect.



One month later...

We find Ray and Evan holed up in the same cabin they stayed in before, near the place where 
Evan was bitten. Detectives are still looking for Evan, leaving Ray out of time and options. 

Tonight is the full moon and decisive action must be taken. 

Ray takes Evan out for one last night at the local mountain bar before he has to kill him. 
While they’re there, Evan sees the same  bartender from their last trip, Bernice, who had 
hit on him before but vanished before he could make a move. The two of them pick up 
where they left off, flirting and talking, while Ray downs enough liquid courage to shoot 

Evan at the full moon, cherishing the last few moments he has left with his friend.



Just before the full moon, Evan and Ray find a spot in the woods for Evan to change into a wolf. Evan, still unaware 
of what Ray is planning, transforms for the first time in front of Ray, howling at the moon before turning and 
seeing Ray aiming a loaded revolver at him. They plead back and forth with each other as Evan, for the first time, 
realizes how out of control this has become. Eventually, he agrees to let Ray kill him but before Ray can pull 
the trigger, he’s attacked by the wolf that originally bit Evan. Trying to protect his friend, Evan squaresoff with 
the wolf, chasing after it into the woods. After a short chase, Evan catches up to the other wolf and they begin 

wrestling, then hunting, then killing together, ending the night with newly-in-love wolf sex.

The next morning Evan wakes up to learn that Bernice is actually the wolf that bit him. Ray appears with the 
revolver, wounded and ready to end things for good, taking aim at Bernice. Evan stands in the way, though, 
preventing Ray from taking the kill shot and telling Ray that his life is with Bernice now. He’s finally found 
happiness and wants to stay with her in the mountains doing wolf things. It hurts Ray to say goodbye but he 
knows it’s for the best. Bernice apologizes for attacking Ray, assuring him that she will take care of his friend. 

Ray leaves and Evan immediately misses him, worried that he’ll never see his best friend again. 
Bernice assures him he will see Ray sooner than he thinks.



One month later....

Evan and Ray sit under the full moon in beach chairs,  drinking Coors Light silver bullet cans. 
They’re both wolves now, set up for a life together with Bernice doinG...



RAY: (35) A high powered defense attorney with his own practice in Los Angeles. When 
he’s not saving his clients, he’s hanging with his best friend, Evan, who he’s known since 
grade school back in Queens. Ray has always been a leader of the pack type and would 
call himself the alpha of the pair. He’s enjoyed success in life with career, women, and 
income but he’s never really grown out of his first friendship. He’s always encouraging 
Evan to be his best self and hopes one day he will finally break out of his shell. Although 
he fights as hard as he can to protect Evan from the world, he’ll have to fight harder to 

protect the world from Evan once he becomes a werewolf.



EVAN: (34) A kind hearted, genuine, good dude. He’s the type that people tend to overlook 
yet he never complains and has no resentment in his heart for anyone. He’s an animal 
lover, striving to become Employee of the Month at the pet store he’s happily worked at 
for ten years. When he’s bitten by the werewolf and becomes one himself, Evan doesn’t 
break out of his shell, he explodes from it. He becomes the person he always dreamed he’d 
be. With his confidence at an all time high, Evan no longer adheres to the rules of man. 

He’d rather eat them!



BERNICE: (30) Waitress, bartender, park ranger, 
WEREWOLF. Bernice has been living in the mountains for 
quite a while feasting on the worst types of people 
to feed her hunger. But in reality, she’s hungry for 
something else - love. For the most part, though, she 
keeps to herself. When she meets Evan, she decides to 
bite him with the hopes he’ll want to be a wolf with 
her forever. She means well.... we hope.

DETECTIVE CARROLL: (50’s) A savvy, tired-
of-everyone’s shit, veteran detective. She thought 
she’d seen it all until a werewolf comes to LA. She’s 
married to her job and resents her dim-witted 
partner Wallace.

DETECTIVE WALLACE: (30’s) Thinks of 
himself as a brilliant detective mind. Really, he’s 
just watched too much David Caruso on television. 
He’s a small-minded badge when it comes to the law 
but his instincts are correct when he meets Evan and 
believes he’s a murderer.

PENNY: (28) Ray’s receptionist and personal 
assistant. She’s the gatekeeper to Ray’s life. There 
are no secrets between them. A sassy, smart, straight 
talking Venezuelan woman. She’s able to run Ray’s 
entire professional life while never missing a lunch 
hour or her favorite tele-novela. Her work clothes 
belong in an issue of Vogue. She refers Ray to her 
cousin, “Omen, the all knowing Gypsy”, to assist him 
with Evan’s werewolf situation.



ROGER: (30’s) The Manager at “Furries”, the pet 
store where Evan works. Totally full of himself. 
Believes the pet store is the universe and he is the 
sun. Wishes his employees thought he was cool. He’s 
the type of manager who makes himself Employee 
of the Month every month. He enjoys giving Evan a 
hard time, despite Evan being his longest tenured 
employee.

SUSAN: (20’s) Another one of Evan’s co-workers 
at “Furries”. She’s out there. Way.... out there. Paints 
her face like a different animal each day she comes 
to work and imagines what sex is like with everyone 
as she meets them. Carla’s work friend and ally in a 

super dark yet bubbly alliance.

CARLA: (20’s) One of Evan’s co-workers at 
“Furries”. A wild child rocker. Even her uniform at 
work is punk rock. She’s only working to fund her 
true passion of throwing shade at customers. She 
takes an intense liking to Evan once he becomes a 
werewolf, though she has no idea he’s now a monster 

ERIKA JOHNSON: (30’s) Ray’s bitter courtroom 
rival. They’ve faced off over many cases and are 
constantly trying to one up the other. There’s nothing 
she wouldn’t do to beat him, including making false 
claims against one of Ray’s clients just to win their 
case. They face off over bitter accusations in the 
opening of the story.

OMEN THE ALL KNOWING GYPSY: (60) A 
mysterious character. “Omen the All Knowing” isn’t 
just a catchy name. He really knows everything. 
Including how to end a werewolf curse. Fortunately 
for Ray, he’s also Penny’s cousin. His advice is not 
what Ray wants to hear, as it would make a killer 
out of him, the very thing Evan had become.

DR. WOLF: (60) Couples Therapist. Ray takes 
Evan to see him/her as a last resort to save their 
friendship.
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
