As a formerly incarcerated and substance involved individual, Sophia realized
that there was a void in the work of the church regarding how the Church at large
was responding to the blight that the Prison Industrial Complex is having on Black
and Brown men, women, and youth; while on her journey in answering God’s call
to ministry, she found that prison ministry was more than just a “call’, it was/is a
passion.

Sophia is a graduate of Pacific School of Religion where she earned her Master
of Divinity and Cetrtificate of Spirituality and Social Change. She is a member of
First Christian Church of Alameda and City of Refuge UCC, as well as Moderator
for the Bay Association in the Northern California Nevada Conference of the
United Church of Christ and clergy lead for WOSA (Women of Spirit Action), a
women’s ministry group in the Christian Church Disciples of Christ. Her sermon,
“How to Leave a Godly Legacy” will explore Deuteronomy 30:9-14 and how to
follow, no matter how far, God's command that we love God with all our heart and
with all our soul.
