Join Us on the Way to Bethlehem: As Advent begins today, we turn our attention to
this season of preparation as we await again the birth of the Christ into the world.
Advent is often a time when many of us travel, and we are so often focused on the
destination in our travels. But what if it is the journey itself that offers the most
memorable moments, both frustrating and delightful? This Advent season, we will pay
attention not just to the destination of Christmas, but also to the places where events
occurred that led to a starry night on which a child was born who would change the
world.
