All results will be
analyzed anonymously and individual information will not be visible to the public. Results will be returned with
recommendations based on individual results.

1. Collect your soil sample. We recommend collecting several locations
from an area (garden, playground, lawn, etc) and mixing them together
to get an average of the area for your final sample. We ask that if you
are sampling a residential property to please limit your sample areas to 3 |ELLSIAANTI{RdelnVi€e]|SasSe]l}
per property. ;

2. Bag your soil. You only need about a ¥2-1 cup of soil for your sample.

3. Complete the form. Complete the sample form at home or at the drop-
off point. Fully completing the form helps us provide you with more
specific information when you get your results back. A// results will be
analyzed anonymously and individual information will not be visible to
the public.

4. Add Sample ID labels. ID labels will be assigned at the Drop-Off points. The samples on your form and
sample bag must match to receive your results. Each sample must have its own ID number (if you bring
3 samples, you will have 3 unique ID numbers).

Samples received without a Sample ID and a complete form will be discarded.
