The MCBA/Jerome Book Arts Residency Program awards three $3,000 awards and
studio access to Minnesota-based early career book artists in a year-long residency
from September 2025 — November 2026. The goal of this program is to encourage
creation and exhibition of new and compelling artwork, strengthen skills and career
development, and deepen relationships in the book arts community.

Minnesota Center for Book Arts is a nonprofit visual arts organization that supports
creative expression through traditional and contemporary book arts, including
papermaking, bookbinding, letterpress printing, screenprinting, and related artforms. Our
mission is to ignite artistic practice, inspire learning, and foster diverse creative
communities through the book arts.

We do this by creating access to specialized book arts tools, equipment, and knowledge;
supporting interdisciplinary artistic development; expanding opportunities for people who
have been historically underrepresented in the field; and presenting exhibitions and
educational programs that create connections around the art of the book, promote
innovation, and advance the future of the field.

About the Jerome Foundation

The Jerome Foundation, created by artist and philanthropist Jerome Hill (1905-1972), seeks
to contribute to a dynamic and evolving culture by supporting the creation, development,
and production of new works by early career/emerging artists. The Foundation makes
grants to early career artists and culture bearers and those nonprofit arts organizations that
serve them in the state of Minnesota and the five boroughs of New York City. The
Foundation’s highest priority is to support artists early in their careers who create work that
is and/or has the potential to be:

Compelling - offering distinctive vision and authentic voice

Deeply considered, imaginative, and executed - working with attention to craft and with
technical proficiency, providing artistic experiences that communicate unique
perspectives and invite viewers to question, discover, and explore new ideas in new
ways

Innovative and risk-taking - engaging, questioning, challenging or re-imagining
conventional artistic forms. Innovation and risk-taking are Jerome Foundation values that
reflect the foundation’s interest in supporting artists from diverse backgrounds and
experiences who are expanding ways of working, asking questions, and inspiring new
ways of imagining.

lll. Residency Overview

The MCBA/Jerome Book Arts Residency is open to Minnesota-based early career artists
whose primary artistic impression is in book arts and who propose to work on a project at
MCBA during their residency. The program is designed to advance early career book
artists both critically and creatively in their practice.

During the residency, three artists (or collaborative groups) will receive:
e $3,000 project stipend
e Educational stipend of $350 to be used for workshops or custom tutorials
e 24/7 access to MCBA studios and technical assistance
e One-year MCBA membership (10% discount on all workshops, 10% discount at The
Shop, and invitations to exhibition openings and special events)
e Participation in group critiques with MCBA staff and guest critics
e Recognition through a culminating exhibition in MCBA's Main Gallery

e Professional documentation of exhibition artwork

MCBA'’s Studios and Equipment:

MCBA is a 12,000 square foot space with two galleries, a Shop, library, state of the art
equipment and specialized studios including:

Letterpress Printing studio with eight Vandercook Presses, iron hand presses, platen
presses, an etching press, Showcard sign press, light table, polymer platemaker,
solvents, rags, gloves. MCBA has a large type library with wood and metal type.

Bookbindery with board shears, guillotine paper cutter, foil presses, paper drill, book
cradles, sewing frames, backing press, nipping presses, spiral binder, and hand tools.

Screen Printing area with a darkroom, power washer, light tables for exposing screens,
squeegees, and screen printing tables.

Papermaking studios with hydraulic press, restraint dryer, one-pound Valley beater,



two-pound Reina beater, cook tops, felts, moulds, and deckles.

Equipment: MCBA also has equipment for traditional marbling, suminagashi, wood
engraving, calligraphy, leather tooling, and alternative photography techniques.

Eligibility Requirements

The intent of this program is to recognize and support early career book artists
living and working in Minnesota.

Artists who are eligible for this residency:

e Book Artists who create work that falls within the book arts context, including but
not limited to letterpress printing, screen printing, intaglio, bookbinding,
box-making, papermaking, or paper decoration. Book art, broadly defined,
includes work that embodies narrative, instruction, reference, mapping, guides,
documentation, and more. As an interdisciplinary art form, book arts may include
other mediums such as photography, other forms of printmaking, installation,
sculpture, and film.

e Early career artists are in the early stages of their creative development with 2—-10
years of generative experience, and have a focused direction and goals, even
while still developing their artistic “voice”. They have yet to be substantially
celebrated within their field, the media, funding circles, or the public at large. Early
career artists are vocational (as opposed to avocational, academic, amateur or

educational) artists. For more information about the Jerome Foundation’s
definition of early career artist, visit:

e Artists who have lived in Minnesota for at least one year prior to the Residency
deadline (July 31, 2024).

e Artists who are available to participate in all aspects of the program.

Artist are not eligible for this residency if they are:

e A degree seeking full-time/part-time student
e A staff member of MCBA
e A prior recipient of any McKnight Fellowship

V. Application Guidelines/How to Apply

An independent jury with diverse backgrounds, perspectives, and geographies who are
in the book arts field will select three artists (or collaborative teams) based on quality of
image samples and proposed projects, the Jerome Foundation’s values, and eligibility.

Applications are submitted through the online platform Submittable. There is a link to the
application located on the Jerome Residency page of MCBA's website or click here. To
begin, you will create a new account. You can “Save As Draft” and return to the
application site until you complete your submission and click “Submit” (once you submit
you will no longer be able to make any changes to your submission). After you have
created a new account you can fill out the application form and upload the following
materials:

A project proposal: A realistic outline of your project idea and how you will utilize
MCBA's studios and equipment during your residency. Strong project proposals make a
clear connection between work samples and proposed projects. 500 word maximum.
Please do not include your name on your project proposal.

Project budget: Outline how you intend to achieve your project with the project stipend.
(for example: Artist Compensation: $1000; Supplies: $2000). Please do not include your
name on your project budget.

Image samples: Upload images in the order you would like them to be viewed. You may
include full and detail shots, but each file counts as one of the ten total images. Each
juror reviews applications individually, one image at a time, on a personal computer
monitor. Please do not include your name on any images (artist signature on the work is
acceptable).

e |mages must be in jpg or jpeg format, 300 DPI, 1200 pixels or greater on the
largest side.

e [ndividual files should not exceed 5 MB.

e Label each artwork: Image_1_Titleofartwork (Example: Image_1_Waterfall.jpg,
Image_2_Moon.jpg)

Video samples (optional): Submit up to two videos under 3 minutes in length. Video
submissions should supplement, not replace or extend, the ten still images. Include a still
jpa/jpeg image of your video as a placeholder for your video. Remove voiceover
narration, artist appearance, or artist name in the video submission. File types accepted:
mp4, mov, avi, mpg, 3gp, flv, webm, wmv, mkv, or m4v files. We highly recommend using
video to document bookwork. For tips on how to document artist’s books, see our

PDF (optional): For artists’ work that involves text, artist’'s books, book spreads, didactics,
or texts that are unreadable in the images submitted, there is an option to upload an
additional PDF. Any work referenced in the PDF must be indicated by at least one still
image in the sequence of ten. For example, if you upload a photo of the center spread of
a chapbook, you may include the text from the chapbook in the PDF.

Image Description List: Applicants must include an Image Description List that
corresponds to the images/video/pdf included in the application. Include Title of Artwork,
Medium, Date created, and Size. Please do not include your name on your Image
Description List.

Artist resume: List your artistic accomplishments to date. Please do not include your
name on your resume. If your name is the title of an exhibition, publication, or other,
replace it with “Artist’'s Name”. 2 pages maximum.

Artist statement: Describe your artistic practice in relation to your image samples. Please
do not include your name on your artist statement. 500 word maximum.

Proof of MN Residency: Please include one of the following: Driver’s license, MN ID card,
tribal ID, lease with name on it, utility bill with name/address listed.

Applying as a Collaborative Team: If you are applying as a collaborative team, make
sure each artist involved meets the eligibility requirements. The images you submit
should be of work created by the collaborative, not by the artists individually. Please
include one résumé for the collaborative, plus one résumé for each of its members, in a
single multi-page document. Do not use your names, rather, distinguish between the
résumés by using generic titles, such as, “Artists A and B,” “Artist A,” and “Artist B.”
