He also belleves ihe Royals are playing as individuals and lack on-ficld guidance.

“The pressure of retaining their place in the league side is telling on some East
Perih players and many are playing this individual siyle of foothall, to the detriment

of the overall team performance,”’ he said.

THE [iva-wask suspension handed out to East Framantle’s David
Bushell has opened up an entiraly new and emotional as pact of football.

Bushell, an aggressive Sharks player and one who Isn't spoken of all
that hl?hl}f In rlval camps, shoved Subiaco trainer Barry Winzer in the back,
catapulting him over the boundary line fence and leaving him lamenting In
the second row of spectatorseating.

Winzer received three stitches to a cut on his face, some bruising

arpund his body and a severa dent to his pride.

He alzo received some high-lavel legal advice that he had grounds for
furtheractionin a civil court against Bushell.

Maturally, the Subiaco camp were Incensed about the incident. They
lodged a protest on Winzer's behalf with the WAFL, who refarred it to the
tribunal who acted as they are expected to do — Invastigate the evidence
and pass down asentence.

That sentanca has proved costly for Bushall. He misses flve gameas and
will abviously have to work his way back through one or two reserves
games. As coach Ron Alexander says, at 3300 a league game, that's a
c_.‘vclstler penalty for a young footballer — $2000 or so off his yvearly dividend.

Sublaco argue that the ball had gone well past their trainer when Bughell
did his shoving, That may be so — even though Bushell could not see
that. In defence of Bushell, he was frustrated at missing the ball and took
his frustralion cut on the unfortunate, slowly-moving trainer.

Winzer himself opened up anouther line of argument at the tribunal
when he admitted that he had tried to leap the fence aftar the shove, which
was recelved some seven or eight metres back from the fence. For a man
of Winzer's size to try and leap a metre-high fence is stupid. He cartainly
contributed to his own clreumstances.,

The question iz alzo raised as to what would the outcome have been if
this incident happened In the middle of the arena — nothing, more than
likely. It was the combination of the fence and Winzer's spectacular leap
that made It lcok bad.

Mo-cre can defend Bushell's action; it was undiseiplined and frustrated
football; bad felevision for the gama.

But the tribunal has hardly taken into account other circumstances such
as Bushell's financial penalty, the role of trainers on the ground, Winzar's
own admission about jumpling the fence and his emor of being in the
wrong place at the wraeng time,

The incident does have another aspect — the relationships betwaen
East Fremantle and Sublaco will obviously give a sour tasta far a while, so
let’s hope that doesn’t spill over into the playing arena again.

And as for field umpire Phil O'Rellly. He certainly put his head on the
ling whan he told the tribunal that he did not think the Incident was
repartable — and that he would be happy to stand down far as long as
Bushell was suspended if there was a suspension.

Suffice to say that O'Rellly umpired last weekend despite his stand.

The League has adopled a tough stance, refusing (at this stage) to
re-open the case, in contrast to many previous cases that have baan
re-opened, soma needlessly. Maybe there's a massage thera as well.

The whole episode |5 an unwanted blot on football and all parties must
accept some of the responsibility.
