Foothall attracts the biggest crowds
for seven months of the year, rates
more revenue than any of the other
sports and arouses most public interest,

TWO MILLION

By the year 2012 the population of
F-:ﬂ{l will:;mmahly have soared above
two million and by then Subiaco Owval,
in itz present form, will not be big
enough to accommodate crowds of
60,000-70,000 that would be éxpécted
at big pames.

If you think that 2012 is too far ahead
1o bear worrying about, look at the
situation in reverse and go back 25
years to 1962. That's when Perth
gnym host for the Commonwealth

ames and for many of us that’s stll a
vivid memory.

Members of the Task Force will be
required to recommend whether one of
the existing grounds should be deve-
loped into a super stadium capable of
coping with 21st Centary requirements
or whether to start from scratch
build a new headquarters.

One thought is that a multi—lpm?mc
stadium would be able to cater for toot-
ball and also accommodate major
sports events such as the Common-
wealth Games and the World Track
and Field Championships.

waltch the input ruck-rovers have on a game.

Today's ruck rovers have more to do
with the running style of play than any
other player.

Though he was nearing the end of an
illustrious career, East Perth's Laurie
Kennedy was one of the best ruck rov-
ers around.

Club-mates Jim Haines and Terry
E-remantle Bob Page of Perth and Bill
pu{;uf West Perth were big and
strong plavers who did the bullocking
at bouncedowns.

Their assigned task was 1o create o
ladder for the knock ruckman to have a
clear leap for the ball. Their presence
around the ground was for sheer physi-
cal strength.

Today's ruck rovers, like Allen

have an enormous endurance capacity
— being able to run all day.

Recognition must be given by junior
coaches in particular o the benefit of
every position. Don't allow onc junior
o ruck rove every week — rofate the
players.

Australian football will always have
the need for attacking and defentive
skills. These skills need to be intro-
duced at-the junior football level and
then continually reinforced through all
lollowing levels.
