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When is a Building Permit
Required?

Building permits are required
throughout the Province of New
Brunswick for the construction of a
new building or structure as well as
the demolition, relocation, alteration
or replacement of an existing
building or structure.

The primary role of the building
permit is to protect the property
owner and community by assuring
that the proposed development is in
conformity with regulations, by-laws,
and the minimum standards set out
in the National Building Code of
Canada (NBCC).
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‘Electrical’-type building permits are
issued when a home owner is doing
electrical work only on an existing
building. If you are making changes,
relocating, or demolishing a
structure, you require a full building
permit application.

Provincial regulation requires that a
building permit be acquired before
your contractor or electrician can
obtain their electrical wiring permit.
Therefore, make certain that you
apply for your permit in advance of
the date when work is infended to
begin.

When Should | Apply for a
Building Permit?

Within a community with a zoning
by-law or rural plan, the process for
obtaining a building permit may
take more time if a rezoning or
variance is required. It is therefore
recommended that you submit your
building permit application a few

weeks before you intend to start the
work. For multi-unit residential, com-
mercial, industrial or public buildings,
the process may also be longer
because they usually require specif-
ic approvals. Therefore it is recom-
mended that, for these types of
projects, you contact Planning
Services four to six months in ad-
vance of the anficipated start of
construction.

Who is Responsible for
Obtaining a Building Permit?

As the homeowner, you are respon-
sible for obtaining the necessary
permit(s). If you choose to have your
confractor take out a permit on your
behalf, make sure that it’s done
before the project gets started. Also,
please ensure that your contfractor
has a signed letter of authorization
to act on your behalf in obtaining
the required permit(s).

How do | Obtain a Building
Permit?

To obtain building permit, you must
provide the Building Inspector with
detailed information about your

project and complete a building
permit application form. The type of

Generally, you will need to provide:

e Site plan;

Please note that this list is not ex-
haustive and you may be required
to submit additional documents.

What Inspections are
Required?

Generally speaking, four inspections
are required. However, depending
on the scope and nature of your
project, fewer inspections may be
required; please contact us and ask
for a Building Inspector to find out
exactly what inspections are
required.

It is the responsibility of the permit
holder to inform the Building Inspec-
tor when they are ready for the
required inspections.
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Did You Know?

Permits are required for all
buildings and structures,
such as:

e Accessory buildings (e.g.
garages, ‘baby barns’,
sheds, and gazebos)

e Decks, ramps, and stairs;

e Fences;

e Swimming pool enclo-
sures;

e Signs;

e Electrical work (e.g.
changing out an electri-
cal panel);

e Residential buildings (e.g.
houses, cottages, camps,
and mini-homes); and

o Commercial, industrial,
and institutional buildings
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4) Fourth (Final) Inspection:
Required 10 days prior to completion

e Railings and guards

¢ Smoke alarms

e Self-closing hinges on doors to attached garage

e Construction of exterior decks and entrance stairs

e  Working ventilation system

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1) First (Preliminary) Inspection:
Required 48 hours prior to start of work
