O Convenors at national qualifying event bonspiels will ensure that
players are acting in good faith when claiming to be a competitor
with five years or less of curling experience.

Curler) National Championship through the following ways:

O  Twenty-three (23) teams will qualify through the five-and-under
bonspiels that USA Curling has identified.
