Applicants can apply as a teaching artist or school participant. A school educator is defined as
arts specialists (classroom music teachers, visual arts teachers, drama teachers, etc.), classroom
educators, inclusion and special education teachers, and school/department administrators.
Applicants who have an existing relationship with a teaching artist/school are encouraged to
apply as a two-person team. Applicants should have at least 1 - 5 years of experience in the field
of education or arts education. Priority will be given to new applicants.
