Demand for early childhood educators is projected to grow by 18% from 2020 to 
2030, a rate that is higher than the average occupation according to the Bureau 
of Labor Statistics (BLS). In the U.S., the coming decade will see an average 
of 59,000 job openings for preschool teachers and other childhood educators. 
Equally staggering is the lack of available bilingual educators who help foster 
language development in children; especially those from immigrant and refugee 
families where English is not spoken at home. Recent research from the Learning 
Policy Institute reveals a fact most of us are all too familiar with: of the school 
districts surveyed two-thirds say they faced shortages pre-COVID19 and the 
onset of the pandemic only posed greater challenges in filling vacancies. Adult 
speakers of other languages offer a unique value to the world of early childhood 
education and can help meet the demand for early childhood educators.
