BOLD COASTAL  
COLORS AND A NEW  
ART COLLECTION 
ENERGIZE THIS 
DESIGNER’S 
TOWNHOUSE

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interior designer Perry Walter’s 
townhouse was a marine-blue 
wool rug—as well as trips to  
Italy with his partner, James 
Ramsay. “Our blue and green 
color palette was definitely in-
fluenced by travels to the Amalfi 
coast,” says Perry. “We loved the 
turquoise waters around the is-
land of Capri, the deep blue 
from the Gulf of Naples, and 
the green foliage in Sorrento and 
Positano in the summer, so now 
these colors transport us both 
on vacation every time we step 
into our home.”

After living in separate con-
dos, the couple decided to buy 
together in Manchester, a new-
build community near Cheshire 
Bridge Road, where they were 
able to pick materials and ar-
chitectural details for their 
three-level home. As a back-
drop for their colorful furnish-
ings and art, they went with 
predominantly white finishes: 
White cabinetry and Sherwin-
Williams’s “Pure White” on all 
walls set a base for the color to 
come. A teak root-wood coffee 
table, midcentury mirrored cre-
denza, cork wallpaper, and wide 
grasscloth tables added the tex-
ture of wood.

Perry mixed other saturat-
ed hues with the living room’s 

colorful rug: blue-and-white 
geometric window treat-
ments, re-covered vintage 
dining chairs, and chrome 
counter stools upholstered in 
emerald outdoor fabric. In 
the primary bedroom on the 
top floor, Perry wrapped the 
walls in floor-to-ceiling green 
drapery, which evoked the 
look of a luxury hotel and hid 
windows that didn’t allow for 
ideal bed placement. “It al-
most feels like we’re living in 
the trees,” he says. “It remind-
ed us of our vacations to trop-
ical places.”

Perry and James selected 
art after everything else was 
in place, rather than work-
ing around existing pieces. 
“We wanted to get a feel for 
each room first and see what 
artwork was best,” says Perry, 
who adds that most of the art 
is framed in white to highlight 
the image and not the frame. 
Pieces by Southeastern art-
ists such as Signe & Genna 
Grushovenko, Blaire Wheeler, 
and Gina Julian help tell a col-
orful story in each room. “I re-
ally appreciate the way peo-
ple react to color and the way 
it makes you feel,” says Perry. 
“Creating our colorful home 
was pure joy.”
