» Networked Communities — Focused on those communities located near ports,
airports, freight, and rail facilities to address mobility, access, environmental
justice, and economic issues including leveraging their proximity to these facilities
for wealthbuilding and economic development opportunities.

Over a two-year period from 2023-2025, TCP recipient communities will have access
to:

1.Direct, individualized deep-dive technical assistance, planning, and capacity
building support including assistance with grant applications, project scoping,
planning and predevelopment activities, and pre-engineering studies. As
applicable, assistance is also provided through project development, project
funding and financing, and project delivery.
