It is an outward symbol of an inward commitment to Jesus Christ as your Lord and 

Savior, and a symbol of our being cleansed of our sin and raised to new life in Christ.

Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his 

death?

We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as 

Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.  

Romans 6: 3-5 

Regardless of how long ago you came to faith in Christ, baptism isn’t just for new believers — 

it’s never too late to be baptized! 

Because we understand scripture to teach that it is only professing believers who are called 

to be baptized, we do not practice infant baptism.

Scripture does not address the issue of being baptized more than one time. Because it is 

not clear either way, if you believe you are being called to be re-baptized, we feel you 

should be obedient to what  the Holy Spirit is directing you to do.

Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 

and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 
20 

and teaching them to obey everything I have com-

manded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”  

Matthew 28: 19-20 

Baptism is not necessary for salvation, but we do see it  modeled for us in the book of 

Acts as Peter instructed them as they received his message of salvation in Christ.

Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the 

forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

The promise is for 

you and your children and for all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call.”

With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, “Save yourselves from 

this corrupt generation.” 
41 

Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three 

thousand were added to their number that day.
