3. A Stay of Execution with a posting of a bond with the Wake County Clerk’s Office in the
full amount of the award is granted pending the conclusion of final appeals or final
disposition.

4. The 908 Williamson Defendants shall draft a formal order and submit it to the Court after
opposing counsel has an opportunity to review as to form.
