Bill 10 (LUO) The City’s Department of
Planning and Permitting has been updating
the Land Use Ordinance (LUO), which was
adopted over 30 years ago, in phases. Bill
10 (2022) represents the second phase and
was introduced to replace, revise, and
update the use regulations in the LUO,
including the Master Use Table, use
development standards, and use definitions.
BUDGET BILLS From March to June, the
Council carefully deliberates the City’s
proposed budget package, which includes
the Executive Operating and Capital
Budgets, the Legislative Budget, and the
HART Operating and Capital Budgets. This
three-month process is the only opportunity
for the public to suggest alternatives to the
Mayor’s proposals by voicing their opinions
directly to Councilmembers.

But please be mindful to
drive safe not just around these areas, but on all our roads and in
our residential communities! 

Along with Representative Sayama, my office is coordinating a
clean-up of the "Carol Azama" park in Palolo in June. This park was
being maintained by the late Carol Azama until her passing last
year.
