Prior to this, Alyssa interned for Parvati Swayamrojgaar, a microfinance organization working to break the


poverty cycle in the slums of India, taught English at an orphanage in Tanzania, and facilitated the establishment


of the Women’s Witness Protection Program for the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda.

She also assembled a team of 70 volunteers that worked to build an aquaponic unit (a system that grows fish


and crops without waste) and a water purification system in an under-resourced community in the Dominican


Republic. Her team fundraised, wrote grants, and developed lesson plans focused on sustainable development.
