With the 2id of tire cheins Hens' VW 2lmost mede the end of the roed
ebove Jonesville through the open pit cozl mines October 19th. We discussed
the possibility of 2 one-dey gscent, but fortunstely .had better sense end
shouldered our packs throuzh brush snd gressand up the steep scree of the
southern slopes of Granite.

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HINT FLACIER SFIRES EXFLORATION by Curtis A. Wagner
On sat. July 13, 1968 my wife Gretchen and I left the Little susitna Roadhouse and
packed up the mining road along Little gusitna River. After 1% miles the road turned nto
a jeep road and cattle trail; in 2 wmore miles we came to many branches of tha trail. Ala
though we 1nitlally went west of the river, we soon discovered the necessity of remaining
close to the river banks at all times. About 3/4 'mile later we came to a large beaverpond
and remngntscdf old campfires. (i lovely lunch stop by the brook feadlng tha pond ). Ve
ciréled it on the west and followed a faint trail along the river another % wmile to seve
ral 'smeller potids. -Beyond those the trail vas ?r&ﬂtlﬂﬂ¢ly nonexistent. inother 3/4 mlle
and we caile to a major stream- tumbllng down from the west. (rossing was made a few lhun-
| dred feet up the hill where it wos divided into three. (/e covered another ¢ mile (and .
| several tiny beaver ponds) before making cemp s the rain descended. Not until the morn-
ing of the 16th did clearing glkies and sun beckon us up valley. (e bushyhacked another mile
‘upstream before cutting left and ascendln* the slupss weat toward a mound we called Jjontana
Point(could see liontana Peal from it). ILuckily the alpine slopes and meadows neer the top
led to a shallow dip or pass intd a beautiful glacial basin cbove thé head ¢f the valley.
which was stesp and gouged out by waterfalls. 1In this basin at about 4250 nestled ameng
jagged spires we set down our little tent. - _ _

July 17 we set off t¢ look over the N\ side of 6850 Troublemint Peak. "It looked pretty
wild for the two of ud; but then the mist descended for 45 minutes of whiteout. Ww waited
at the edge of ,int glacier, but then decided to try another approach some other day. So we
went over to the cleaver »of iint @l. and rompeéd easily up it to what we dubbed Fienic Point
5550, -since we had a delightful 3-hour picnié on top of it enjoying probably the bést view
of the area-jagged spires everywhere. The Three Bell spires were particularly impréssive,
a8 was spearmint gpire, 6750. ye returned to camp via beautiful Jewel Lake in about 1 hr.

The next day was & lazy rest dat, but on the 19th we set off to attempt the 3B ridge
of Troublemint(the lf«ridge looks great on the topo but requires ascant of -stesp snow & ice
to reach col, then it's scudded with pinnacles & splres} ite crossed  the tongue .of JAnt
Glacier and headeé up talus slides and the Doublemint -glacier to the 595@ eol betwesn
Troublemint and Zentry zpire, 6050. This was steep going on very ruttep snow-and once at
the narrow col I decided to scramble up the remaining 150 1eet of fourih ‘class-ledgss on

centry Spire as & consolation prize. A piece of alpinecord I tied to the very sharp =um~
mit rock. Then Gretchen & I started up the 3B ridge of Troublemint. The lower portions
were rctten, but aventually we got to good firm lichen-covered granite. jfter several rood
4th class pitchns.we got to the start of the 5th class pinnacled ridge at 6400 or sp. It
looked so broken and the hour was so late with clouds wmovihg in around us that we dzsconded.
Given time end good weather that ridge will definitely go if you don't mind lots of upr &
downs! GSaturday wag a rest day, but sunday July 2lst we set off for one of ‘the nearby Bell
Spires. Rain drove us back, but as it lifted we decided %o try one of the lower spires Fyg-r
of camp. e scrambled to the basin below Hunchback spire, 5750, then headed up the obvicus
couloir to the col just M.of the peak. The ledges on Peak 5050 looked lousy. so we did a
pleasant rockclimb up the 17 side of Hunchbacl. The suamit view wae fabulous; to the Ny
tundra and lake country, to the 3E Granite Pealk;, and south the magnificent Chugach. Dsscent
was wade by the same route as the ascent.

The next day, July 22nd; we sadly packed out the & miles to our cer at the roadhouse
on probably the clearest, hottest day of thz whole period. e were amazed by the faniastice
growth of vegetation during our short stay at 4200, everything seemed to have shot up a footl
way or June might be a better time to trawsrse the walley, though early July was still rea-
