NED KAHN’S UNIQUELY ENGINEERED KINETIC ARTWORK — all hinged squares, fl apping chain mail, 
patterns, and shapes — is displayed in public places around the globe and someday soon it could fl y aboard 
the International Space Station. Though usually constructed on a grand scale — resulting in huge, refl ective 
expanses that respond to wind and shifting air currents — Kahn's latest endeavor treats his Sebastopol 
neighbors to a temporary collection of smaller pieces right downtown, on Depot Street.

AS ORIN CARPENTER TELLS IT, HIS ART CAREER BEGAN AT AGE 5, with painting on walls. He and his mother 
had just returned from the library, and he needed to paint. “This was one of those days where I ran out of 
paper. I was like, ‘You know what? I gotta get this out.’” Seeing the white wall, he couldn’t resist. 

Carpenter’s interests have led him from his native Memphis to the Bay Area, from graphic design into a 
career as an artist and educator. Today, he’s a whirl of activity: teaching art at Marin Catholic, completing 
a doctorate in educational technology, leading workshops on art and racial justice, and, of course, making 
art in his studio. Recently, he’s been immersed in two series: “Quarantine State of Mind,” abstract paintings 
navigating this past year, and “In Danger Species,” mixed-media meditations on the experience of living 
while Black in America. Carpenter had been marinating on the ideas behind the latter for some time. Then 
last year, when Ahmaud Arbery was killed in Georgia, “I said, ‘You know what? I can’t sit on this anymore. 
I have to create.’ It was more for me to express and have an outlet from the anger, you know? George Floyd 
and Breonna Taylor, the countless others. That gave the energy for that series.” 

Carpenter has just been named an artist in residence at MarinMOCA, where he’ll have a solo exhibit this 
December, and shows his work at the Artize Gallery in Palm Springs. Carpenter has been sheltering-in-place 
— and teaching high school art remotely — from Petaluma, where he lives with his wife Mickele, son Kaleb, 
daughter Kyndall, and the family’s two rescue cats, Lando and Phasma. 

A day with Petaluma artist and educator

4:30 a.m.  I’m an early riser. I usually 
wake up anywhere from 4 to 5. Once I 
get up, being a Christian, I pray and read 
devotion and kind of start the day.

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GALLERY OWNER Sydney Pfaff of Healdsburg’s Legion Projects is bringing new energy to Healdsburg's art 
scene with exhibits of emerging contemporary artists. “I don’t want to do what’s expected,” explains Pfaff, who 
says she’s excited to introduce fresh voices to the Sonoma community.  

Pfaff, who worked as a fashion journalist before launching an art career in 2013, curates contemporary shows 
that rotate about every six weeks. Her bright, streamlined space, with a huge mural on the wall outside (the 
mural also changes a few times a year) and a line of skylights uncovered during recent renovations, is tucked 
into a cluster of modern grey studios near Big John’s Market, north of the Healdsburg Plaza. 

Pfaff has quickly plugged into the local scene, exhibiting the work of artist and educator Jessica Martin (that's 
her mural in this photo) and collaborating with winemakers like Alice Warneke Sutro of SUTRO Wine Co. and 
chefs like Ploypailin Sakornsin, formerly of SingleThread, for fun openings and events, which spill out onto a 
sunny, pea-gravel patio and adjacent greenbelt. On view through August 7 are figurative portraits of women of 
color by of-the-moment Oakland artist Taylor Smalls, paired with stunning abstract explorations in a summery 
palette of turquoise, marigold, and coral by San Francisco’s Anoushka Mirchandani. -Abigail Peterson
