A BRIEF HISTORY

BOOKS OF THE BIBLE

to know the type so we can interpret the text properly.

JOURNALING
Journaling is a way of working through the 
scripture we have just read. It’s a way of taking 
what can be confusing and discussing it on a 
page to make it applicable to our lives.

66 Books
The Bible is made up of 66 different 
books that have been collected and 
made into one book we call the Bible. 
There are 39 books in the Old Testament 
and 27 in the New Testament.

40 Writers
The Bible is made up of poetry, 
letters, law, history, major 
Prophets, Minor Prophets, 
Gospels and Prophecy written 
by 40 different people.

1 Message
The Bible has 1 message: The Glory of God in the 
Salvation of humankind.
