The Jewish Community of Bermuda
(JCB) is a registered Bermuda charity
committed to sustaining meaningful
Jewish life on the island and passing
down Jewish traditions, L’dor v’dor,
from generation to generation.

We offer Jewish residents a place of
their own to conduct religious and
cultural practices. Our centre also allows
visitors a place to practice their faith
and find community abroad.

Our community has never owned a sole-
use synagogue or building for the Jewish
people of Bermuda. For the past 15
years, the JCB has leased 75 St John’s
Road, Pembroke. Now, an opportunity
has come for us to buy the property.
