Mr Rosen:

This parcel is in a viewshed in a heavily visited area, in a mostly undeveloped area with scenic
views from Highway 1.  The fence as planned will block some views of the ocean, and in gen-
eral, will be visually intrusive.

Since the purpose of the fence is to keep out cars, with no development currently planned, the
Midcoast Community Council requests that the permit for a fence be modified to be less intru-
sive.

We believe the parking problem could be solved in a much less obtrusive manner, perhaps
by using logs or posts  to keep cars from parking on the property.
