wElcoME!  PlEasE know that wE would lovE to havE you bE an Exhibitor at thE Fair. 
wE know it can bE a bit ovErwhElMing, but wE arE hErE to hElP.

anyonE can Exhibit at thE Fair. you do not havE to bE a saginaw county rEsidEnt or a  4-h MEMbEr. you do nEEd to bE at lEast 5 yEars old. 
(notE soME youth livEstock classEs rEquirE rEsidEncy, sEE thE youth livEstock rulEs)

thE First stEP is Finding what classEs you want to EntEr and Filling out thE Entry ForM.

thE PrEMiuM guidE lists all oF thE classEs that you can EntEr. it is dividEd into youth and oPEn dEPartMEnts.  adults Must only EntEr in oPEn 
dEPartMEnts. youth 5-19 May EntEr in thE youth dEPartMEnts but can also Pay thE Full oPEn FEE and EntEr in both youth and oPEn dEPart-
MEnts. Each dEPartMEnt is thEn dividEd into divisions and thEn classEs. 

rEad thE rulEs For Each dEPartMEnt and division carEFully.

(a) in accordancE to thE annual aPProPriation act, Exhib-
itors arE allowEd to FilE a writtEn coMPlaint within 10 
days aFtEr thE End oF thE Fair or ExPosition.  
(b) ProvidE stEPs For thE board to rEviEw, invEstigatE, and 
issuE a noticE oF Findings and rEcoMMEndEd actions.   
(c) notiFy thE Exhibitor Filing thE coMPlaint that hE or 
shE May MakE an aPPEal to thE Michigan dEPartMEnt oF 
agriculturE & rural dEvEloPMEnt (Mdard) within 45 
days oF Filing thE initial coMPlaint iF thE Exhibitor is not 
satisFiEd with thE association's action.

4. thE Mdard shall havE 60 days aFtEr rEcEiPt oF any 

aPProPriatEly FilEd aPPEal to invEstigatE thE coMPlaint, 
and shall issuE a Finding oF Fact and noticE oF dEPartMEnt 
action and any rEcoMMEndEd actions For thE association.

5. all ProtEsts will bE considErEd at a tiME sEt by thE board 
oF dirEctors and all PartiEs intErEstEd will bE notiFiEd oF 
any dEtErMination.

3. stockgatE Pass: livEstock Exhibitors, and coMMErcial Exhibitors 
who nEEd to utilizE a vEhiclE to rEstock and or Maintain thEir 
livEstock, Must PurchasE a stockgatE Pass in ordEr bring a vEhiclE 
on thE Fairgrounds. this Pass covErs thE drivEr and vEhiclE only. 
vEhiclEs will bE PErMittEd bEtwEEn thE hours oF 6:30 aM and 8:00 
aM and aFtEr 11PM daily. all vEhiclEs shall bE rEMovEd FroM thE 
Fairgrounds FroM 9:00 aM to 11:00 PM with thE ExcEPtion oF 
EMErgEncy vEhiclEs and oFFicial Fair vEhiclEs. thErE will bE 
no ovErnight Parking insidE thE Fairgrounds.  all vEhiclEs Must 
bE rEMovEd to thE Main Parking lot. Pass Must rEMain in thE vEhiclE 
at all tiMEs.

4. vEndor Pass: Four workErs PassEs will bE issuEd with Each 
coMMErcial Exhibitor’s contract, additional vEndor PassEs May bE 
PurchasEd For an additional FEE.  thEsE PassEs arE not good For 
Midway ridEs or grandstand EntErtainMEnt.

5. voluntEEr Pass: thosE voluntEEring to work in a Fair dEPart-
MEnt or with a charitablE vEndor will rEcEivE a voluntEEr Pass. a 
voluntEEr Pass allow Entry to thE Fairgrounds For thE wEEk oF thE 
Fair. voluntEEr PassEs arE not good For Midway ridEs or grand-
stand EntErtainMEnt.

sEction 9 - caMPing
1. caMPing in thE caMPing arEa is PriMitivE in naturE with no watEr 

hookuPs. watEr is availablE at thE duMP station.

A scrapie tattoo must be LEGIBLE and include 
both the scrapie flock ID and the unique herd management 
number.  Scrapie tattoos can be placed in the ear, tail web, 
or flank.  Exhibitors with tattooed goats MUST attach a 
copy of official documentation to the exhibitor’s registra-
tion. 
NO SCRAPIE ID TAGS – NO UNLOADING!!! 

Health rules will be strictly enforced.

ABSOLUTELY NO MEDICATIONS ARE TO BE ADMINIS-
TERED ON THE FAIRGROUNDS. ANY MEDICATIONS NEED 
TO HAVE APPROVAL OF SUPERINTENDENT AND FAIR 
VETERINARIAN.

Buck goats born before January 1 of current year cannot 
be exhibited or housed at the Saginaw Fair. Buck goats 
born between January 1 and July 1 of current year MUST 
be housed with another buckling, wether, or separately. 
Exhibitors that enable bucklings or doelings to breed other 
exhibitor goats will be removed from the fairgrounds and 
will forfeit any and all premiums.  Goat breeding is NOT 
ALLOWED at anytime during the fair.

Any intact wether will be disqualified from competition.
Wether goats will not be eligible to compete in Champion 
Breed Classes.

All does must be milked dry the night before the show.
Only goats with horns removed or disbudded are permit-
ted.  Scurs cannot be longer than 1 inch.  Angoras and 
Boers may be shown with horns. Superintendent holds 
discretion on horns.

Each exhibitor is limited to 2 entries per class except 
market class which is limited to 1, with no more than 15 
animals per exhibitor.  Purebred and grade animals will be 
shown in the same class.  

UNSPORTSMANLIKE conduct will not be tolerated by the 
board of directors. Exhibitors, family members or guest will 
be removed from the fairgrounds if such conduct is war-
ranted. The Superintendent’s word is final and no refund of 
fees will be given.

Identifying number should be worn while in the show ring. 
No award can be paid on any animal not actually appearing 
in the judging ring.
