The vast majority of Arizonans vote by mail and we've
made a lot of improvements over the years. To get

a ballot by mail, you must first register to vote, your
identity must be confirmed, and we send you a piece of
mail to confirm your address.

The ballot that we send you has special formatting and
security marks. Without those marks, the tabulation
equipment can’t read your ballot. You can’t simply print
a ballot from your computer no matter how good you are
at Photoshop.

Your county-printed ballot must come back in the return
green envelope that is assigned to you. That green
envelope has a unique barcode that is tied to your voter
profile. As soon as that barcode is scanned, your voter
profile is registered as having voted. This prevents
double voting. If you showed up to a voting location
after having voted by mail, we would know you already
voted.

You must also sign your green return envelope. All
signatures are reviewed by humans who compare the
envelope with historic signatures that we have on file. If
your signature doesn’t match we call you to confirm your
identity.

If you vote in person on Election Day, you must scan
your identification to pull up your voter profile, and you
must show this identification to a poll worker. Once
done voting, you feed your ballot directly into a mini-
tabulator at the poll.

Tabulation equipment is federally certified and state
certified. It undergoes tests both before and after each
election. Additionally, after the election, the political
parties designate workers to conduct a bipartisan hand
count audit of a statistically significant number of votes
to make sure the machines read the ballots correctly.

In November 2020, the political parties hand counted
over 47,000 votes. Those results matched the machine
results 100%.

Political party observers watch over all parts of the
process.

Beware of politicians who tell you the
vote is rigged. They are often looking
to raise money, get an endorsement, or
play on your emotions, and they don’t
care about the truth. The next time a
politician tells you that elections are
rigged, ask him:

1. Why has every single court in the United
States that has heard a claim of widespread
fraud or widespread error — many after
substantial evidentiary hearings - rejected
the claim? Over 70 courts have heard these
claims - are they all lying?

2. Why has no law enforcement department
in the United States charged anyone for

an attempt at rigging the 2020 election?
Are our police officers and prosecutors all

lying?

3. Why did President Trump’s Attorney
General, deputy Attorney General, Chief
of Staff, Homeland Security director, and
daughter all acknowledge that the 2020
election wasn’t stolen? Are they all lying?

4. Are the thousands of Republicans,
Democrats, Libertarians, and
Independents who administer elections
across 3,000 counties in the United States
all colluding together?

5. Are all the thousands of political
observers really turning a blind eye to
fraudulent practices?

6. Why should I vote if it’s all rigged?

7. Why are you running if elections are
rigged?

The simple, and accurate, answer is that the politician
telling you that our elections are rigged is the one who
is lying.

So now I have a question for you: If this politician

is willing to lie about our democracy for the sake of
personal advancement or fundraising, then what else
might he or she be willing to do in a position of power?
