John 9:1-34

Pain and Blame

As he passed by, he saw a man blind from birth. 2 And his disciples 
asked him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was 
born blind?” 3 Jesus answered, “It was not that this man sinned, or his 
parents, but that the works of God might be displayed in him. 4 We 
must work the works of him who sent me while it is day; night is 
coming, when no one can work. 5 As long as I am in the world, I am the 
light of the world.” 6 Having said these things, he spit on the ground and 
made mud with the saliva. Then he anointed the man's eyes with the 
mud 7 and said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which means 
Sent). So he went and washed and came back seeing.

8 The neighbors and those who had seen him before as a beggar were 
saying, “Is this not the man who used to sit and beg?” 9 Some said, “It is 
he.” Others said, “No, but he is like him.” He kept saying, “I am the 
man.” 10 So they said to him, “Then how were your eyes 
opened?” 11 He answered, “The man called Jesus made mud and 
anointed my eyes and said to me, ‘Go to Siloam and wash.’ So I went 
and washed and received my sight.” 12 They said to him, “Where is he?” 
He said, “I do not know.”

13 They brought to the Pharisees the man who had formerly been 
blind. 14 Now it was a Sabbath day when Jesus made the mud and 
opened his eyes. 15 So the Pharisees again asked him how he had 
received his sight. And he said to them, “He put mud on my eyes, and I 
washed, and I see.” 16 Some of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from 
God, for he does not keep the Sabbath.” But others said, “How can a 
man who is a sinner do such signs?” And there was a division among 
them. 17 So they said again to the blind man, “What do you say about 
him, since he has opened your eyes?” He said, “He is a prophet.”

18 The Jews did not believe that he had been blind and had received his 
sight, until they called the parents of the man who had received his 
sight 19 and asked them, “Is this your son, who you say was born blind? 
How then does he now see?” 20 His parents answered, “We know that 
this is our son and that he was born blind. 21 But how he now sees we 
do not know, nor do we know who opened his eyes. Ask him; he is of 
age. He will speak for himself.” 22 (His parents said these things because 
they feared the Jews, for the Jews had already agreed that if anyone 
should confess Jesus to be Christ, he was to be put out of the 
synagogue.) 23 Therefore his parents said, “He is of age; ask him.”

PEACE
6 And they went through the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been 
forbidden by the Holy Spirit to speak the word in Asia. 7 And when they had 
come up to Mysia, they attempted to go into Bithynia, but the Spirit of Jesus 
did not allow them. 8 So, passing by Mysia, they went down to Troas. 9 And a 
vision appeared to Paul in the night: a man of Macedonia was standing there, 
urging him and saying, “Come over to Macedonia and help us.”

11 So, setting sail from Troas, we made a direct voyage to Samothrace, and the 
following day to Neapolis, 12 and from there to Philippi, which is a leading city 
of the district of Macedonia and a Roman colony. We remained in this city 
some days. 13 And on the Sabbath day we went outside the gate to the 
riverside, where we supposed there was a place of prayer, and we sat down 
and spoke to the women who had come together. 14 One who heard us was a 
woman named Lydia, from the city of Thyatira, a seller of purple goods, who 
was a worshiper of God. The Lord opened her heart to pay attention to what 
was said by Paul. 15 And after she was baptized, and her household as well, she 
urged us, saying, “If you have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come to my 
house and stay.” And she prevailed upon us.

16 As we were going to the place of prayer, we were met by a slave girl who 
had a spirit of divination and brought her owners much gain by fortune-
telling. 17 She followed Paul and us, crying out, “These men are servants of the 
Most High God, who proclaim to you the way of salvation.”

PURPOSE

16 You will recognize them by 
their fruits. Are grapes gathered from thornbushes, or figs from 
thistles? 17 So, every healthy tree bears good fruit, but the 
diseased tree bears bad fruit. 18 A healthy tree cannot bear bad 
fruit, nor can a diseased tree bear good fruit. 19 Every tree that 
does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the 
fire. 20 Thus you will recognize them by their fruits.

21 “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the 
kingdom of heaven, but the one who does the will of my Father 
who is in heaven. 22 On that day many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, 
did we not prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in your 
name, and do many mighty works in your name?’ 23 And then will 
I declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from me, you 
workers of lawlessness.’

24 “Everyone then who hears these words of mine and does them 
will be like a wise man who built his house on the rock. 25 And 
the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat on 
that house, but it did not fall, because it had been founded on the 
rock. 26 And everyone who hears these words of mine and does 
not do them will be like a foolish man who built his house on the 
sand. 27 And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew 
and beat against that house, and it fell, and great was the fall of it.”

25 “These things I have spoken to you while I am still with 
you. 26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send 
in my name, he will teach you all things and bring to your 
remembrance all that I have said to you. 27 Peace I leave with 
you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give to 
you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be 
afraid. 28 You heard me say to you,‘I am going away, and I will 
come to you.’ If you loved me, you would have rejoiced, because 
I am going to the Father, for the Father is greater than 
I. 29 And now I have told you before it takes place, so that when it 
does take place you may believe. 30 I will no longer talk much with 
you, for the ruler of this world is coming. He has no claim on 
me, 31 but I do as the Father has commanded me, so that the 
world may know that I love the Father. Rise, let us go from here.

Galatians 5:13-26
13 For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use 
your freedom as an opportunity for the flesh, but through 
love serve one another. 14 For the whole law is fulfilled in one 
word:“You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” 15 But if you bite 
and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by 
one another.

16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires 
of the flesh. 17 For the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, 
and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh, for these are 
opposed to each other, to keep you from doing the things you 
want to do. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under 
the law.

19 Now the works of the flesh are evident: sexual immorality, 
impurity, sensuality, 20 idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, fits 
of anger, rivalries, dissensions, divisions, 21 envy, drunkenness, 
orgies, and things like these. I warn you, as I warned you before, 
that those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of 
God.

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 
goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control; against such 
things there is no law. 24 And those who belong to Christ 
Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.

25 If we live by the Spirit, let us also keep in step with the 
Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking one another, 
envying one another.

And you were dead in the trespasses and sins 2 in which you once 
walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of

Let your 
laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom. 10 Humble 
yourselves before the Lord, and he will exalt you.
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Study 8

Colossians 3:1-17
If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are 
above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set your 
minds on things that are above, not on things that are on 
earth. 3 For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in 
God. 4 When Christ who is your life appears, then you also will 
appear with him in glory.

5 Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality, 
impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is 
idolatry. 6 On account of these the wrath of God is coming. 7 In 
these you too once walked, when you were living in them. 8 But 
now you must put them all away: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and 
obscene talk from your mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, seeing 
that you have put off the old self with its practices 10 and have put 
on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge after the 
image of its creator. 11 Here there is not Greek and Jew, 
circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, free; but 
Christ is all, and in all.

12 Put on then, as God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, 
compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, meekness, and
patience, 13 bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint 
against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, 
so you also must forgive. 14 And above all these put on love, 
which binds everything together in perfect harmony.

15 And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed 
you were called in one body. And be thankful. 16 Let the word of 
Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another 
in all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with 
thankfulness in your hearts to God. 17 And whatever you do, in 
word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving 
thanks to God the Father through him.
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Study 9

John 15:1-10
“I am the true vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. 2 Every 
branch in me that does not bear fruit he takes away, and every 
branch that does bear fruit he prunes, that it may bear more 
fruit. 3 Already you are clean because of the word that I have 
spoken to you.

4 Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit by 
itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide 
in me. 5 I am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in 
me and I in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for apart from me 
you can do nothing.

6 If anyone does not abide in me he is thrown away like a branch 
and withers; and the branches are gathered, thrown into the fire, 
and burned. 7 If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask 
whatever you wish, and it will be done for you.

Matthew 28:16-20
16 Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to 
which Jesus had directed them.

17 And when they saw him they worshiped him, but some 
doubted.

18 And Jesus came and said to them,“All authority in heaven and 
on earth has been given to me.

19 Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit,

20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And 
behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”
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Study 1

Mark 1:21-45
21 And they went into Capernaum, and immediately on the Sabbath he 
entered the synagogue and was teaching. 22 And they were astonished 
at his teaching, for he taught them as one who had authority, and not as 
the scribes. 23 And immediately there was in their synagogue a man with 
an unclean spirit. And he cried out, 24 “What have you to do with us, 
Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you 
are—the Holy One of God.” 25 But Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be 
silent, and come out of him!” 26 And the unclean spirit, convulsing him 
and crying out with a loud voice, came out of him. 27 And they were 
all amazed, so that they questioned among themselves, saying, “What is 
this? A new teaching with authority! He commands even the unclean 
spirits, and they obey him.” 28 And at once his fame spread everywhere 
throughout all the surrounding region of Galilee.

29 And immediately he left the synagogue and entered the house of 
Simon and Andrew, with James and John. 30 Now Simon's mother-in-law 
lay ill with a fever, and immediately they told him about her. 31 And he 
came and took her by the hand and lifted her up, and the fever left her, 
and she began to serve them.

32 That evening at sundown they brought to him all who were sick 
or oppressed by demons. 33 And the whole city was gathered together 
at the door. 34 And he healed many who were sick with various 
diseases, and cast out many demons. And he would not permit the 
demons to speak, because they knew him.

35 And rising very early in the morning, while it was still dark, he 
departed and went out to a desolate place, and there he prayed. 36 And 
Simon and those who were with him searched for him, 37 and they 
found him and said to him, “Everyone is looking for you.” 38 And he said 
to them, “Let us go on to the next towns, that I may preach there also, 
for that is why I came out.” 39 And he went throughout all Galilee, 
preaching in their synagogues and casting out demons.

40 And a leper came to him, imploring him, and kneeling said to him, “If 
you will, you can make me clean.” 41 Moved with pity, he stretched out 
his hand and touched him and said to him, “I will; be clean.” 42 And 
immediately the leprosy left him, and he was made 
clean. 43 And Jesus sternly charged him and sent him away at 
once, 44 and said to him, “See that you say nothing to anyone, but 
go, show yourself to the priest and offer for your cleansing what Moses 
commanded, for a proof to them.” 45 But he went out and began to talk 
freely about it, and to spread the news, so that Jesus could no longer 
openly enter a town, but was out in desolate places, and people were 
coming to him from every quarter.
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Study 2

John 6:1-21
After this Jesus went away to the other side of the Sea of Galilee, 
which is the Sea of Tiberias. 2 And a large crowd was following 
him, because they saw the signs that he was doing on the 
sick. 3 Jesus went up on the mountain, and there he sat down with 
his disciples. 4 Now the Passover, the feast of the Jews, was at 
hand. 5 Lifting up his eyes, then, and seeing that a large crowd was 
coming toward him, Jesus said to Philip,“Where are we to buy 
bread, so that these people may eat?” 6 He said this to test him, 
for he himself knew what he would do. 7 Philip answered him, 
“Two hundred denarii worth of bread would not be enough for 
each of them to get a little.” 8 One of his disciples,Andrew, Simon 
Peter's brother, said to him, 9 “There is a boy here who has 
five barley loaves and two fish, but what are they for so many?”

10 Jesus said,“Have the people sit down.” Now there was much 
grass in the place. So the men sat down, about five thousand in 
number. 11 Jesus then took the loaves, and when he had given 
thanks, he distributed them to those who were seated. So also 
the fish, as much as they wanted. 12 And when they had eaten 
their fill, he told his disciples,“Gather up the leftover fragments, 
that nothing may be lost.” 13 So they gathered them up and filled 
twelve baskets with fragments from the five barley loaves left by 
those who had eaten. 14 When the people saw the sign that he 
had done, they said,“This is indeed the Prophet who is to come 
into the world!”

15 Perceiving then that they were about to come and take him by 
force to make him king, Jesus withdrew again to the mountain by 
himself.

16 When evening came, his disciples went down to the sea, 17 got 
into a boat, and started across the sea to Capernaum. It was now 
dark, and Jesus had not yet come to them. 18 The sea became 
rough because a strong wind was blowing. 19 When they had 
rowed about three or four miles, they saw Jesus walking on the 
sea and coming near the boat, and they were frightened. 20 But he 
said to them,“It is I; do not be afraid.” 21 Then they were glad to 
take him into the boat, and immediately the boat was at the land 
to which they were going.

Luke 7:36-50
36 One of the Pharisees asked him to eat with him, and he went 
into the Pharisee's house and reclined at table. 37 And behold, a 
woman of the city, who was a sinner, when she learned that he 
was reclining at table in the Pharisee's house, brought an alabaster 
flask of ointment, 38 and standing behind him at his feet, weeping, 
she began to wet his feet with her tears and wiped them with the 
hair of her head and kissed his feet and anointed them with the 
ointment.

39 Now when the Pharisee who had invited him saw this, he said 
to himself, “If this man were a prophet, he would have known who 
and what sort of woman this is who is touching him, for she is a 
sinner.” 40 And Jesus answering said to him,“Simon, I have 
something to say to you.” And he answered, “Say it, Teacher.”

41 “A certain moneylender had two debtors. One owed five 
hundred denarii, and the other fifty. 42 When they could not pay, 
he cancelled the debt of both. Now which of them will love him 
more?” 43 Simon answered, “The one, I suppose, for whom he 
cancelled the larger debt.” And he said to him,“You have judged 
rightly.” 44 Then turning toward the woman he said to Simon,“Do 
you see this woman? I entered your house; you gave me no water 
for my feet, but she has wet my feet with her tears and wiped 
them with her hair. 45 You gave me no kiss, but from the time I 
came in she has not ceased to kiss my feet. 46 You did not anoint 
my head with oil, but she has anointed my feet with ointment.

47 Therefore I tell you, her sins, which are many, are forgiven—for 
she loved much. But he who is forgiven little, loves little.” 48 And 
he said to her,“Your sins are forgiven.” 49 Then those who were at 
table with him began to say among themselves,“Who is this, who 
even forgives sins?” 50 And he said to the woman,“Your faith has 
saved you; go in peace.”
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Matthew 5:1-11
Seeing the crowds, he went up on the mountain, and when he sat 
down, his disciples came to him.

2 And he opened his mouth and taught them, saying:

3 “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of 
heaven.

4 “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted.

5 “Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth.

6 “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for 
they shall be satisfied.

7 “Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy.

8 “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God.

9 “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of 
God.

10 “Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, 
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

11 “Blessed are you when others revile you and persecute you and 
utter all kinds of evil against you falsely on my account.
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John 2:12-22
12 After this he went down to Capernaum, with his mother 
and his brothers and his disciples, and they stayed there for a few 
days.

13 The Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to 
Jerusalem. 14 In the temple he found those who were selling oxen 
and sheep and pigeons, and the money-changers sitting 
there. 15 And making a whip of cords, he drove them all out of the 
temple, with the sheep and oxen. And he poured out the coins of 
the money-changers and overturned their tables. 16 And he told 
those who sold the pigeons,“Take these things away; do not 
make my Father's house a house of trade.” 17 His disciples 
remembered that it was written,“Zeal for your house will 
consume me.”

18 So the Jews said to him,“What sign do you show us for doing 
these things?” 19 Jesus answered them,“Destroy this temple, and 
in three days I will raise it up.” 20 The Jews then said, “It has taken 
forty-six years to build this temple, and will you raise it up in 
three days?” 21 But he was speaking about the temple of his 
body. 22 When therefore he was raised from the dead, his disciples 
remembered that he had said this, and they believed the Scripture 
and the word that Jesus had spoken.
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Mark 5:21-42
21 And when Jesus had crossed again in the boat to the other side, 
a great crowd gathered about him, and he was beside the 
sea. 22 Then came one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by 
name, and seeing him, he fell at his feet 23 and implored him 
earnestly, saying, “My little daughter is at the point of death. Come 
and lay your hands on her, so that she may be made well and 
live.” 24 And he went with him.

And a great crowd followed him and thronged about him. 25 And 
there was a woman who had had a discharge of blood for twelve 
years, 26 and who had suffered much under many physicians, and 
had spent all that she had, and was no better but rather grew 
worse. 27 She had heard the reports about Jesus and came up 
behind him in the crowd and touched his garment. 28 For she said, 
“If I touch even his garments, I will be made well.” 29 And 
immediately the flow of blood dried up, and she felt in her body 
that she was healed of her disease. 30 And Jesus, perceiving in 
himself that power had gone out from him, immediately turned 
about in the crowd and said,“Who touched my garments?” 31 And 
his disciples said to him, “You see the crowd pressing around you, 
and yet you say, ‘Who touched me?’” 32 And he looked around to 
see who had done it. 33 But the woman, knowing what had 
happened to her, came in fear and trembling and fell down before 
him and told him the whole truth. 34 And he said to 
her,“Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace, and be 
healed of your disease.”

35 While he was still speaking, there came from the ruler's house 
some who said, “Your daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher 
any further?” 36 But overhearing what they said, Jesus said to the 
ruler of the synagogue,“Do not fear, only believe.” 37 And he 
allowed no one to follow him except Peter and James and John 
the brother of James. 38 They came to the house of the ruler of 
the synagogue, and Jesus saw a commotion, people weeping and 
wailing loudly. 39 And when he had entered, he said to them,“Why 
are you making a commotion and weeping? The child is not dead 
but sleeping.” 40 And they laughed at him. But he put them all 
outside and took the child's father and mother and those who 
were with him and went in where the child was. 41 Taking her by 
the hand he said to her,“Talitha cumi,” which means,“Little girl, I 
say to you, arise.” 42 And immediately the girl got up and began 
walking (for she was twelve years of age), and they were 
immediately overcome with amazement.
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Luke 7:18-35
18 The disciples of John reported all these things to him. And 
John, 19 calling two of his disciples to him, sent them to the Lord, saying, 
“Are you the one who is to come, or shall we look for 
another?” 20 And when the men had come to him, they said, “John the 
Baptist has sent us to you, saying, ‘Are you the one who is to come, 
or shall we look for another?’” 21 In that hour he healed many people of 
diseases and plagues and evil spirits, and on many who were blind he 
bestowed sight. 22 And he answered them, “Go and tell John what you 
have seen and heard: the blind receive their sight, the lame 
walk, lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, the 
poor have good news preached to them. 23 And blessed is the one who 
is not offended by me.”

24 When John's messengers had gone, Jesus began to speak to the 
crowds concerning John: “What did you go out into the wilderness to 
see? A reed shaken by the wind? 25 What then did you go out to see? A 
man dressed in soft clothing? Behold, those who are dressed in splendid 
clothing and live in luxury are in kings' courts. 26 What then did you go 
out to see? A prophet? Yes, I tell you, and more than a prophet. 27 This 
is he of whom it is written,

“‘Behold, I send my messenger before your face,
who will prepare your way before you.’

28 I tell you, among those born of women none is greater than John. Yet 
the one who is least in the kingdom of God is greater than 
he.” 29 (When all the people heard this, and the tax collectors too, they 
declared God just, having been baptized with the baptism of John, 30 but 
the Pharisees and the lawyers rejected the purpose of God for 
themselves, not having been baptized by him.)

31 “To what then shall I compare the people of this generation, and 
what are they like? 32 They are like children sitting in the marketplace 
and calling to one another,

“‘We played the flute for you, and you did not dance;
we sang a dirge, and you did not weep.’

33 For John the Baptist has come eating no bread and drinking no wine, 
and you say, ‘He has a demon.’ 34 The Son of Man has come eating and 
drinking, and you say, ‘Look at him! A glutton and a drunkard, a friend 
of tax collectors and sinners!’ 35 Yet wisdom is justified by all her 
children.” 87
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John 13:1-17
Now before the Feast of the Passover, when Jesus knew that his 
hour had come to depart out of this world to the Father, having 
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the 
end. 2 During supper, when the devil had already put it into the 
heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray him, 3 Jesus, 
knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and 
that he had come from God and was going back to God, 4 rose 
from supper. He laid aside his outer garments, and taking a 
towel, tied it around his waist.

5 Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the 
disciples' feet and to wipe them with the towel that was wrapped 
around him. 6 He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, do 
you wash my feet?” 7 Jesus answered him,“What I am doing you 
do not understand now, but afterward you will 
understand.” 8 Peter said to him, “You shall never wash my feet.” 
Jesus answered him,“If I do not wash you, you have no share with 
me.” 9 Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also 
my hands and my head!” 10 Jesus said to him,“The one who has 
bathed does not need to wash, except for his feet, but is 
completely clean. And you are clean, but not every one of 
you.” 11 For he knew who was to betray him; that was why he 
said,“Not all of you are clean.”

12 When he had washed their feet and put on his outer garments 
and resumed his place, he said to them,“Do you understand what 
I have done to you? 13 You call me Teacher and Lord, and you are 
right, for so I am. 14 If I then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed 
your feet, you also ought to wash one another's feet. 15 For I have 
given you an example, that you also should do just as I have done 
to you. 16 Truly, truly, I say to you, a servant is not greater than his 
master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent 
him. 17 If you know these things, blessed are you if you do them.
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Matthew 27:11-30
11 Now Jesus stood before the governor, and the governor asked 
him, “Are you the King of the Jews?” Jesus said,“You have said 
so.” 12 But when he was accused by the chief priests and elders, 
he gave no answer. 13 Then Pilate said to him,“Do you not hear 
how many things they testify against you?” 14 But he gave him no 
answer, not even to a single charge, so that the governor was 
greatly amazed.

15 Now at the feast the governor was accustomed to release for 
the crowd any one prisoner whom they wanted. 16 And they had 
then a notorious prisoner called Barabbas. 17 So when they had 
gathered, Pilate said to them, “Whom do you want me to release 
for you: Barabbas, or Jesus who is called Christ?” 18 For he knew 
that it was out of envy that they had delivered him up. 19 Besides, 
while he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent word to 
him, “Have nothing to do with that righteous man, for I have 
suffered much because of him today in a dream.” 20 Now the chief 
priests and the elders persuaded the crowd to ask for Barabbas 
and destroy Jesus. 21 The governor again said to them, “Which of 
the two do you want me to release for you?” And they said, 
“Barabbas.” 22 Pilate said to them, “Then what shall I do with Jesus 
who is called Christ?” They all said, “Let him be crucified!” 23 And 
he said, “Why? What evil has he done?” But they shouted all the 
more, “Let him be crucified!”

24 So when Pilate saw that he was gaining nothing, but rather 
that a riot was beginning, he took water and washed his hands 
before the crowd, saying, “I am innocent of this man's blood; see 
to it yourselves.” 25 And all the people answered,“His blood be on 
us and on our children!” 26 Then he released for them Barabbas, 
and having scourged Jesus, delivered him to be crucified.

27 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into 
the governor's headquarters, and they gathered the 
whole battalion before him. 28 And they stripped him and put a 
scarlet robe on him, 29 and twisting together a crown of thorns, 
they put it on his head and put a reed in his right hand. And 
kneeling before him, they mocked him, saying, “Hail, King of the 
Jews!” 30 And they spit on him and took the reed and struck him 
on the head.
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Luke 23:26-49
26 And as they led him away, they seized one Simon of Cyrene, who was 
coming in from the country, and laid on him the cross, to carry it 
behind Jesus. 27 And there followed him a great multitude of the people 
and of women who were mourning and lamenting for him. 28 But 
turning to them Jesus said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for 
me, but weep for yourselves and for your children. 29 For behold, the 
days are coming when they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren and the 
wombs that never bore and the breasts that never nursed!’ 30 Then 
they will begin to say to the mountains, ‘Fall on us,’ and to the hills, 
‘Cover us.’ 31 For if they do these things when the wood is green, what 
will happen when it is dry?”

32 Two others, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death 
with him. 33 And when they came to the place that is called The Skull, 
there they crucified him, and the criminals, one on his right and one on 
his left. 34 And Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they know not what 
they do.” And they cast lots to divide his garments. 35 And the people 
stood by, watching, but the rulers scoffed at him, saying, “He saved 
others; let him save himself, if he is the Christ of God, his Chosen 
One!” 36 The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him 
sour wine 37 and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save 
yourself!” 38 There was also an inscription over him, “This is the King of 
the Jews.”

39 One of the criminals who were hanged railed at him, saying, “Are you 
not the Christ? Save yourself and us!” 40 But the other rebuked him, 
saying, “Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence 
of condemnation? 41 And we indeed justly, for we are receiving the due 
reward of our deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong.” 42 And he 
said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.” 43 And 
he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with me 
in paradise.”

44 It was now about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over the 
whole land until the ninth hour, 45 while the sun's light failed. And the 
curtain of the temple was torn in two. 46 Then Jesus, calling out with a 
loud voice, said, “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit!” And 
having said this he breathed his last. 47 Now when the centurion saw 
what had taken place, he praised God, saying, “Certainly this man was 
innocent!” 48 And all the crowds that had assembled for this spectacle, 
when they saw what had taken place, returned home beating their 
breasts. 49 And all his acquaintances and the women who had followed 
him from Galilee stood at a distance watching these things. 90
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John 20:1-10
Now on the first day of the week Mary Magdalene came to the 
tomb early, while it was still dark, and saw that the stone had been 
taken away from the tomb. 2 So she ran and went to Simon Peter 
and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to 
them, “They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not 
know where they have laid him.”

3 So Peter went out with the other disciple, and they were going 
toward the tomb. 4 Both of them were running together, but the 
other disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first. 5 And 
stooping to look in, he saw the linen cloths lying there, but he did 
not go in.

6 Then Simon Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb. 
He saw the linen cloths lying there, 7 and the face cloth, which had 
been on Jesus' head, not lying with the linen cloths but folded up 
in a place by itself.

3 Getting into one of the boats, 
which was Simon's, he asked him to put out a little from the land. 
And he sat down and taught the people from the boat.

4 And when he had finished speaking, he said to Simon,“Put out 
into the deep and let down your nets for a catch.” 5 And Simon 
answered, “Master, we toiled all night and took nothing! But at 
your word I will let down the nets.” 6 And when they had done 
this, they enclosed a large number of fish, and their nets were 
breaking. 7 They signaled to their partners in the other boat to 
come and help them.And they came and filled both the boats, so 
that they began to sink.

8 But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus' knees, 
saying,“Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.” 9 For he 
and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish 
that they had taken, 10 and so also were James and John, sons of 
Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to 
Simon,“Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching 
men.” 11 And when they had brought their boats to land, they left 
everything and followed him.

39 And 
when they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the 
Lord carried Philip away, and the eunuch saw him no more, and 
went on his way rejoicing. 40 But Philip found himself at Azotus, 
and as he passed through he preached the gospel to all the towns 
until he came to Caesarea.
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Acts 2:36-41
36 Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God 
has made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you 
crucified.”

37 Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said 
to Peter and the rest of the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we 
do?” 38 And Peter said to them,“Repent and be baptized every 
one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your 
sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

40 And with many other words he bore witness and continued to 
exhort them, saying,“Save yourselves from this crooked 
generation.” 41 So those who received his word were baptized, 
and there were added that day about three thousand souls.
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Romans 6:1-11
What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may 
abound? 2 By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in 
it? 3 Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into 
Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4 We were buried 
therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just 
as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we 
too might walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall 
certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. 6 We know 
that our old self was crucified with him in order that the body of 
sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be 
enslaved to sin. 7 For one who has died has been set free from 
sin. 8 Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also 
live with him.

9 We know that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die 
again; death no longer has dominion over him. 10 For the death he 
died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to 
God. 11 So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive 
to God in Christ Jesus.

31 And he began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer 
many things and be rejected by the elders and the chief priests 
and the scribes and be killed, and after three days rise 
again. 32 And he said this plainly.  And Peter took him aside and 
began to rebuke him.

33 But turning and seeing his disciples, he rebuked Peter and 
said,“Get behind me, Satan! For you are not setting your mind on 
the things of God, but on the things of man.”

34 And calling the crowd to him with his disciples, he said to 
them,“If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself 
and take up his cross and follow me.

35 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses 
his life for my sake and the gospel's will save it. 36 For what does it 
profit a man to gain the whole world and forfeit his 
soul? 37 For what can a man give in return for his soul?
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Mark 9:14-32
14 And when they came to the disciples, they saw a great crowd 
around them, and scribes arguing with them. 15 And immediately 
all the crowd, when they saw him, were greatly amazed and ran up 
to him and greeted him. 16 And he asked them,“What are you 
arguing about with them?” 17 And someone from the crowd 
answered him, “Teacher, I brought my son to you, for he has a 
spirit that makes him mute. 18 And whenever it seizes him, it 
throws him down, and he foams and grinds his teeth and becomes 
rigid. So I asked your disciples to cast it out, and they were not 
able.”

19 And he answered them,“O faithless generation, how long am I 
to be with you? How long am I to bear with you? Bring him to 
me.” 20 And they brought the boy to him. And when the spirit saw 
him, immediately it convulsed the boy, and he fell on the ground 
and rolled about, foaming at the mouth. 21 And Jesus asked his 
father,“How long has this been happening to him?” And he said, 
“From childhood. 22 And it has often cast him into fire and into 
water, to destroy him. But if you can do anything, have compassion 
on us and help us.”

23 And Jesus said to him,“‘If you can’! All things are possible for 
one who believes.” 24 Immediately the father of the child cried 
out and said, “I believe; help my unbelief!” 25 And when Jesus saw 
that a crowd came running together, he rebuked the unclean 
spirit, saying to it,“You mute and deaf spirit, I command you, come 
out of him and never enter him again.” 26 And after crying out 
and convulsing him terribly, it came out, and the boy was like a 
corpse, so that most of them said, “He is dead.” 27 But Jesus took 
him by the hand and lifted him up, and he arose. 28 And when he 
had entered the house, his disciples asked him privately, “Why 
could we not cast it out?” 29 And he said to them,“This kind 
cannot be driven out by anything but prayer.”

30 They went on from there and passed through Galilee. And he 
did not want anyone to know, 31 for he was teaching his disciples, 
saying to them,“The Son of Man is going to be delivered into the 
hands of men, and they will kill him. And when he is killed, after 
three days he will rise.” 32 But they did not understand the saying, 
and were afraid to ask him. 169

Now before the Feast of the Passover, when Jesus knew that his 
hour had come to depart out of this world to the Father, having 
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the 
end. 2 During supper, when the devil had already put it into the 
heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray him, 3 Jesus, 
knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and 
that he had come from God and was going back to God, 4 rose 
from supper. He laid aside his outer garments, and taking a 
towel, tied it around his waist.

5 Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the 
disciples' feet and to wipe them with the towel that was wrapped 
around him. 6 He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, do 
you wash my feet?” 7 Jesus answered him,“What I am doing you 
do not understand now, but afterward you will 
understand.” 8 Peter said to him, “You shall never wash my feet.” 
Jesus answered him,“If I do not wash you, you have no share with 
me.” 9 Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also 
my hands and my head!” 10 Jesus said to him,“The one who has 
bathed does not need to wash, except for his feet, but is 
completely clean. And you are clean, but not every one of 
you.” 11 For he knew who was to betray him; that was why he 
said,“Not all of you are clean.”

12 When he had washed their feet and put on his outer garments 
and resumed his place, he said to them,“Do you understand what 
I have done to you? 13 You call me Teacher and Lord, and you are 
right, for so I am. 14 If I then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed 
your feet, you also ought to wash one another's feet. 15 For I have 
given you an example, that you also should do just as I have done 
to you.

41 And we indeed justly, for 
we are receiving the due reward of our deeds; but this man has 
done nothing wrong.” 42 And he said, “Jesus, remember me when 
you come into your kingdom.” 43 And he said to him,“Truly, I say 
to you, today you will be with me in paradise.”

44 It was now about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over 
the whole land until the ninth hour, 45 while the sun's light failed.

3 And he told them many things in parables, saying:“A sower went 
out to sow. 4 And as he sowed, some seeds fell along the path, and 
the birds came and devoured them. 5 Other seeds fell on rocky 
ground, where they did not have much soil, and immediately they 
sprang up, since they had no depth of soil, 6 but when the sun rose 
they were scorched. And since they had no root, they withered 
away.

9 He who has 
ears, let him hear.”

Matthew 13:18-23: 18 “Hear then the parable of the 
sower: 19 When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does 
not understand it, the evil one comes and snatches away what has 
been sown in his heart. This is what was sown along the 
path. 20 As for what was sown on rocky ground, this is the one 
who hears the word and immediately receives it with joy, 21 yet he 
has no root in himself, but endures for a while, and when 
tribulation or persecution arises on account of the word, 
immediately he falls away. 22 As for what was sown among thorns, 
this is the one who hears the word, but the cares of the world 
and the deceitfulness of riches choke the word, and it proves 
unfruitful. 23 As for what was sown on good soil, this is the one 
who hears the word and understands it. He indeed bears fruit and 
yields, in one case a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another 
thirty.”
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
