1.	 Spend a few moments quieting down and 
allowing your thoughts and emotions to 
be still.

2.	 Read Hebrews 12:1-2 and fix your eyes  
on Jesus. 
 

Therefore, since we are surrounded by such 

a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off 

everything that hinders and the sin that 

so easily entangles.

3.	 Ask the Lord to speak to you and show 
you the faces and places of where He is 
calling you to join Him. Is He highlighting 
any people/contexts from your 
relationship mapping exercises?
