3. TREAT lead poisoning.

What if your soil is contaminated?

a. Add compost to your soil
b. Consider raised bed gardening
c. Cover bare ground with plants or grass

REDUCE LEAD EXPOSURE

* Take off shoes entering your house

e Don’t let children play in bare soil

e Don’t grow fruits or vegetables in
contaminated soil

* Wash produce thoroughly
