What is a Bag of Grace?01.

An “assembly” is an opportunity for the body of Christ to gather to serve the homeless
by assembling the elements that form a Bag of Grace. Each month, we arrange large
assemblies at a facility in northwest Austin. They are open to the public. 
Church small groups, families, and individuals can host private events. Schools and
corporate organizations often find that assemblies offer unique team-building or
service opportunities.
