guests and refilling drink areas with beverages and ice. This position  
requires heavy lifting, spending time in the sun and standing for  

a long period of time. *Volunteers must be 21 years or older. 
 

 

Chance to Win Attendant – Attend the event briefing  
meeting that starts at 8:00 am. Assist with our 50/50 chance to win  

by selling chance to win tickets, providing information concerning  
the 50/50 and potentially other guest service needs. This position  
requires the ability to communicate with event participants, process credit  

card transactions or handle money, stand for a long period of time, walking  
and spending time in the sun.
