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Asian & Pacific Islander Americans in Historic Preservation
(APIAHiP) was formed in 2007 when leaders practicing place-based
heritage conservation noticed a lack of APIA representation at state
and national convenings in the field, reflecting the disproportionate
participation APIA communities in preserving the places that matter
to them at large. 

By June 2010, the founding members organized the first National
APIA Historic Preservation FORUM in San Francisco, bringing together
for the first time APIAs across the United States and its territories to
share various issues and approaches to recognize, preserve, and
celebrate the places that best tell the stories of not only our
diaspora but also our shared heritage. Among a host of ongoing and
emerging initiatives, FORUM continues to serve as APIAHiP’s flagship
effort to achieve our mission: To protect historic places and cultural
resources significant to Asian and Pacific Islander Americans.

In 2023, funding from the Mellon Foundation allowed APIAHiP to hire
its first three staff members, increasing capacity for programming
and events and setting the stage for long-term growth.
