I TOOKI TOOK some time last  some time last 
week after the Sevens week after the Sevens 
to sit down with George to sit down with George 
Elliott and discuss his Elliott and discuss his 
time as Chair of the time as Chair of the 
Board of Melrose Rugby. Board of Melrose Rugby. 
I started off by asking I started off by asking 
him to reflect on his time him to reflect on his time 
as Chair, and why he as Chair, and why he 
was bringing it to an end was bringing it to an end 
after the AGM in July.after the AGM in July.

George:  George:  I’ve spent the past 17 years working as I’ve spent the past 17 years working as 
a non-exec director in over 25, predominantly a non-exec director in over 25, predominantly 
technology companies, serving as chairman technology companies, serving as chairman 
on most of them. I have been winding down on most of them. I have been winding down 
my commitments and when I was approached my commitments and when I was approached 
by Andy Purves over two years ago to see if I by Andy Purves over two years ago to see if I 
would be interested in joining the Board I saw would be interested in joining the Board I saw 
it as an opportunity to give something back. it as an opportunity to give something back. 
Growing up in Newstead in the Sixties and Growing up in Newstead in the Sixties and 
Seventies, the rugby club represented all that is Seventies, the rugby club represented all that is 
good about community in Melrose. At that time, good about community in Melrose. At that time, 
it seemed that everyone had an interest in the it seemed that everyone had an interest in the 
club and took an interest in players. I loved the club and took an interest in players. I loved the 
sense of belonging and being part of something sense of belonging and being part of something 
that meant a lot to everyone. The older players that meant a lot to everyone. The older players 
looked after you and people like Eck Hastie, looked after you and people like Eck Hastie, 
Davy Chisholm, Frank Laidlaw and of course Davy Chisholm, Frank Laidlaw and of course 
Jim Telfer, made a big impression in shaping me Jim Telfer, made a big impression in shaping me 
both as a player and as an individual. So, I felt both as a player and as an individual. So, I felt 
it was important for me to put something back, it was important for me to put something back, 
especially after Covid and the turmoil that the especially after Covid and the turmoil that the 
club was having integrating the Knights and club was having integrating the Knights and 
embracing semi-professional rugby. embracing semi-professional rugby. 

BM:BM:   And has that happened?   And has that happened?

George:   George:   To an extent. Now that the SRU To an extent. Now that the SRU 
have decided to terminate the Super Six, it have decided to terminate the Super Six, it 
has clarified things. We at Melrose attracted has clarified things. We at Melrose attracted 
many players from outside to the club because many players from outside to the club because 

of the standard of coaching and our success on the of the standard of coaching and our success on the 
pitch especially in the sixties and nineties, when we pitch especially in the sixties and nineties, when we 
had a golden generation of players who played at the had a golden generation of players who played at the 
highest level. We need to continue to instil a sense of highest level. We need to continue to instil a sense of 
excellence, a pathway for all players to achieve their excellence, a pathway for all players to achieve their 
potential. This might be the 1XV or the Storm - that’s ok, potential. This might be the 1XV or the Storm - that’s ok, 
all players don’t have to aspire to be internationalists! all players don’t have to aspire to be internationalists! 
Rugby is much more than the sum of its parts - it’s about Rugby is much more than the sum of its parts - it’s about 
creating lasting friendships, camaraderie, and being creating lasting friendships, camaraderie, and being 
part of a team.part of a team.

BM:BM:          What have been the challenges and highlightsWhat have been the challenges and highlights
as Chair? as Chair? 

George:   George:   There have been more challenges than There have been more challenges than 
highlights! Dealing with the aftermath of Covid has highlights! Dealing with the aftermath of Covid has 
been tough - think of the club as a machine that we been tough - think of the club as a machine that we 
had to get started again after a period of dormancy. had to get started again after a period of dormancy. 
Behaviours have changed - people got out of the habit Behaviours have changed - people got out of the habit 
of coming down to support the teams. I think the Super of coming down to support the teams. I think the Super 
Six divided us, both from the Borders and within the Six divided us, both from the Borders and within the 
club. A lot of this was down folk not relating to the name club. A lot of this was down folk not relating to the name 
Southern Knights. What actually happened was that the Southern Knights. What actually happened was that the 
club took on running an extra team, for 12 months of the club took on running an extra team, for 12 months of the 
year. Andy Purves uses the term ‘over-trading’ - we put year. Andy Purves uses the term ‘over-trading’ - we put 
an enormous amount of pressure on our dedicated, but an enormous amount of pressure on our dedicated, but 
limited, band of volunteers, and on the balance sheet.limited, band of volunteers, and on the balance sheet.

BM:  BM:    But surely Melrose Rugby must be rolling in money But surely Melrose Rugby must be rolling in money 
after the successful Sevens weekend?after the successful Sevens weekend?

George:   George:   There is a myth about the wealth of Melrose There is a myth about the wealth of Melrose 
Rugby. The club turns over about a million pounds a Rugby. The club turns over about a million pounds a 
year, but half of that comes in one weekend in April. year, but half of that comes in one weekend in April. 
We are totally dependent on the Sevens to be able to We are totally dependent on the Sevens to be able to 
balance the books. As a business, this is an ultra-high-balance the books. As a business, this is an ultra-high-
risk strategy. And the daily running of the club is, to say risk strategy. And the daily running of the club is, to say 
the least, challenging. As an example, the heating/the least, challenging. As an example, the heating/
light/power bill is over £3,500 each month. Buses to take light/power bill is over £3,500 each month. Buses to take 
players to away matches can cost us upwards of £1,000. players to away matches can cost us upwards of £1,000. 
And contrary to popular belief, we spend most of our And contrary to popular belief, we spend most of our 
money on rugby... coaches, kit and equipment, meals, money on rugby... coaches, kit and equipment, meals, 
pitch hire from Live Borders. But with that, over 300 local pitch hire from Live Borders. But with that, over 300 local

BM:    BM:    And what have been the highlights?And what have been the highlights?

George:   George:   I would say the Melrose Sevens. Getting it I would say the Melrose Sevens. Getting it 
re-started two years ago from a standing start that re-started two years ago from a standing start that 
January, introducing the Hall of Fame event on the January, introducing the Hall of Fame event on the 
Thursday, and this year the Women in Sport Awards, Thursday, and this year the Women in Sport Awards, 
I think the Sevens weekend has shown what we can I think the Sevens weekend has shown what we can 
achieve as a club.achieve as a club.

BM:    BM:    So, tell us how the Board believes the clubSo, tell us how the Board believes the club
should progress.should progress.

George:   George:   The Greenyards needs investment. When you The Greenyards needs investment. When you 
think of Melrose, you think of Melrose Abbey, Trimontium, think of Melrose, you think of Melrose Abbey, Trimontium, 
Abbotsford House and The Greenyards. The pavilion Abbotsford House and The Greenyards. The pavilion 
was built in 1924, with one purpose - as a rugby club, for was built in 1924, with one purpose - as a rugby club, for 
men. We need to make it fit for purpose as a modern men. We need to make it fit for purpose as a modern 
community sports facility, a community hub for the town community sports facility, a community hub for the town 
and its catchment area, and a place to highlight its rich and its catchment area, and a place to highlight its rich 
rugby heritage. As well, we need funding to enable us rugby heritage. As well, we need funding to enable us 
to provide the pathway for future generations of boys to provide the pathway for future generations of boys 
and girls. But to raise this kind of investment, we need to and girls. But to raise this kind of investment, we need to 
attract a significant amount of funding. We believe that attract a significant amount of funding. We believe that 
setting up an overarching Charitable Trust will enable setting up an overarching Charitable Trust will enable 
us to get access to these funds. In collaboration with us to get access to these funds. In collaboration with 
Melrose Football Club and Scottish Borders Council, Melrose Football Club and Scottish Borders Council, 
we are currently looking at setting up such a charity. we are currently looking at setting up such a charity. 
Other rugby clubs have been successful in doing this Other rugby clubs have been successful in doing this 
- for instance Biggar and Stirling. If Abbotsford and - for instance Biggar and Stirling. If Abbotsford and 
Trimontium can do it, I see no reason why we can’t. Trimontium can do it, I see no reason why we can’t. 

BM:   BM:   And a Community Hub?And a Community Hub?

George:   George:   Yes, we need to make The Greenyards more Yes, we need to make The Greenyards more 
accessible to others in the community and catchment accessible to others in the community and catchment 
area. We can put on successful events when we need area. We can put on successful events when we need 
to, like Doddie’s Memorial Service, and different charity to, like Doddie’s Memorial Service, and different charity 
fundraisers. We are first and foremost a rugby club, fundraisers. We are first and foremost a rugby club, 
but the development of The Greenyards gives us an but the development of The Greenyards gives us an 
opportunity to make a significant impact by creating a opportunity to make a significant impact by creating a 
hub with facilities which we can share with other clubs hub with facilities which we can share with other clubs 
and organisations in the community.and organisations in the community.

BM:   BM:   You’ve mentioned a ‘Club Reset’ - can youYou’ve mentioned a ‘Club Reset’ - can you
explain what this means?explain what this means?

George:   George:   Bottom line, we need to implement a Bottom line, we need to implement a 
sustainable financial model. We’ve done a lot of work this sustainable financial model. We’ve done a lot of work this 
past year on our finances. Now with clarity around the past year on our finances. Now with clarity around the 
Super Six, we need a structure that supports a different Super Six, we need a structure that supports a different 
model. And we have to somehow de-risk our dependency model. And we have to somehow de-risk our dependency 
on the Sevens. A ‘reset’ also means changing our culture. on the Sevens. A ‘reset’ also means changing our culture. 
We have to be more welcoming, more diverse and We have to be more welcoming, more diverse and 
inclusive, and to make ourselves more attractive both from inclusive, and to make ourselves more attractive both from 
a rugby and community perspective. Society has changed a rugby and community perspective. Society has changed 
so we must adapt but remain loyal to our values. To so we must adapt but remain loyal to our values. To 
function we need the support of volunteers. Over this past function we need the support of volunteers. Over this past 
year we have seen our loyal, committed, hard-working year we have seen our loyal, committed, hard-working 
band of volunteers increase, but we need to attract more band of volunteers increase, but we need to attract more 
who would be interested in joining the Board and the who would be interested in joining the Board and the 
Management Team. Management Team. 

BM: BM:     And Melrose Sevens?And Melrose Sevens?

George:   George:   We’ve now had three events since Covid and We’ve now had three events since Covid and 
as I said before, the Sevens Team have done a fantastic as I said before, the Sevens Team have done a fantastic 
job. They are currently reviewing the feedback, looking job. They are currently reviewing the feedback, looking 
what went well and what could be improved with the what went well and what could be improved with the 
format of the event going forward. But whatever way you format of the event going forward. But whatever way you 
look at it, it’s a massive undertaking for a town the size of look at it, it’s a massive undertaking for a town the size of 
Melrose. I had friends staying for the weekend from Ilkley Melrose. I had friends staying for the weekend from Ilkley 
Rugby Club and they were blown away by the scale of the Rugby Club and they were blown away by the scale of the 
event and the professionalism of the organisation. We beat event and the professionalism of the organisation. We beat 
ourselves up a lot, but we do get many things right.ourselves up a lot, but we do get many things right.

BM:   BM:   So, as you sail into the sunset, any parting messages?So, as you sail into the sunset, any parting messages?

George:George:   We have some super people at the club, and I    We have some super people at the club, and I 
am starting to see the next generation getting involved. All am starting to see the next generation getting involved. All 
rugby clubs have their highs and lows and ‘mediocres’. I’d rugby clubs have their highs and lows and ‘mediocres’. I’d 
like to think we’re coming out of a ‘low’ and positioning like to think we’re coming out of a ‘low’ and positioning 
ourselves for success, both as a rugby club and as a focal ourselves for success, both as a rugby club and as a focal 
point for the community. I have seven grandchildren who point for the community. I have seven grandchildren who 
are very active in a variety of sports including, swimming, are very active in a variety of sports including, swimming, 
football, gymnastics and of course rugby. I will also be 72 football, gymnastics and of course rugby. I will also be 72 
this year and the time is now right to hand over the baton.this year and the time is now right to hand over the baton.

I FIRST I FIRST played in the Melrose Sevens played in the Melrose Sevens 
in 1965 for Stewart’s FP as an 18-year-in 1965 for Stewart’s FP as an 18-year-
old, reaching the semi-final, and old, reaching the semi-final, and 
I remember well the tremendous I remember well the tremendous 
atmosphere which the huge crowd atmosphere which the huge crowd 
created, particularly when a Borders created, particularly when a Borders 
team was playing.team was playing.

It was no surprise then when Stewart’s It was no surprise then when Stewart’s 
Melville reached the final in 1974, in Melville reached the final in 1974, in 
our first Borders tournament, and faced our first Borders tournament, and faced 
Jed-Forest that the crowd was very Jed-Forest that the crowd was very 
much behind Jed. Jed played in the much behind Jed. Jed played in the 
first tie of the day, beating West of first tie of the day, beating West of 
Scotland and Melrose easily before a Scotland and Melrose easily before a 
narrow win over Heriots in the semi-final. narrow win over Heriots in the semi-final. 
We played the last tie of the first round, We played the last tie of the first round, 
overcoming Loughborough College overcoming Loughborough College 
easily before hard fought wins against easily before hard fought wins against 
Hawick and then Glasgow High in the Hawick and then Glasgow High in the 
second semi-final. Despite the shorter second semi-final. Despite the shorter 
rest we felt confident we could beat rest we felt confident we could beat 
Jed, but we were blown away in the Jed, but we were blown away in the 
first half by a very committed Jed side first half by a very committed Jed side 
who, when we had possession, harried who, when we had possession, harried 
us and tackled like dervishes, never us and tackled like dervishes, never 
letting us get into our stride.

CM:CM:    Paul, thank you for taking the time to Paul, thank you for taking the time to 
sit with me to answer some questions to help sit with me to answer some questions to help 
our readers get to know a bit more about our readers get to know a bit more about 
you and your aims for the club. Just to start you and your aims for the club. Just to start 
off, can you tell us a bit about your rugby off, can you tell us a bit about your rugby 
journey?journey?

Paul:  Paul:  Well, my rugby journey isn’t Well, my rugby journey isn’t 
necessarily conventional, my family didn’t necessarily conventional, my family didn’t 
play, though they would have watched the play, though they would have watched the 
6-Nations (or 5 as was). We were however 6-Nations (or 5 as was). We were however 
big NFL fans, and well rugby was the closest big NFL fans, and well rugby was the closest 
thing I could find in the Borders to NFL!thing I could find in the Borders to NFL!
I started playing when an English lad, who I started playing when an English lad, who 
had joined my school (Earlston), and got had joined my school (Earlston), and got 
together a team for the Crichton Cup, I together a team for the Crichton Cup, I 
think it was the first time Earlston had been think it was the first time Earlston had been 
in the Crichton – at least in recent times. in the Crichton – at least in recent times. 
At that time there were other Crichton At that time there were other Crichton 
Cups, with ones in Newton St Boswells, Cups, with ones in Newton St Boswells, 
St Boswells and other places. I can still St Boswells and other places. I can still 
remember my first competitive try, in a remember my first competitive try, in a 
game at St Boswells.game at St Boswells.

Then at high-school I didn’t play so much, partly becauseThen at high-school I didn’t play so much, partly because
I didn’t fit in all that well with the rugby crowd I guess. I didn’t fit in all that well with the rugby crowd I guess. 
Later however, I came back to playing, and played Later however, I came back to playing, and played 
socially in Edinburgh and then for Earlston until a broken socially in Edinburgh and then for Earlston until a broken 
rib shortly followed by a bust Achilles signaled it was time rib shortly followed by a bust Achilles signaled it was time 
to call it a day.to call it a day.

CM: CM:   So, what has brought you to being a coach andSo, what has brought you to being a coach and
as well as being so involved in organizational aspect?as well as being so involved in organizational aspect?

Paul:   Paul:   Well, the coaching started during COVID whenWell, the coaching started during COVID when
we decided rugby would suit Gus, my son. He was a wee we decided rugby would suit Gus, my son. He was a wee 
bit reluctant at first, and so I started coaching, with the bit reluctant at first, and so I started coaching, with the 
idea being that if I was on the pitch he might settle in.idea being that if I was on the pitch he might settle in.
It just went from there. It just went from there.

CM:  CM:  Has your own experience had any impact on your Has your own experience had any impact on your 
approach to the kids and coaching?approach to the kids and coaching?

Paul:  Paul:  Yes, it definitely has. It’s a factor in why I see Yes, it definitely has. It’s a factor in why I see 
inclusivity as so central. There were definitely aspects of inclusivity as so central. There were definitely aspects of 
the approach to coaching back in the day that weren’t the approach to coaching back in the day that weren’t 
great and didn’t necessarily work to encourage playersgreat and didn’t necessarily work to encourage players
to develop their skills – sometimes a bit too much ofto develop their skills – sometimes a bit too much of
chuck the ball to the biggest and let him deal with it.chuck the ball to the biggest and let him deal with it.
Like so many have noticed, that can win in the short term, Like so many have noticed, that can win in the short term, 
but doesn’t really help the big guy or the others getbut doesn’t really help the big guy or the others get
any better. Nowadays, as many parents will haveany better. Nowadays, as many parents will have
noticed, sports coaching has moved on and hopefullynoticed, sports coaching has moved on and hopefully
it’s a better experience for all.it’s a better experience for all.
